This letter is to inform you that we are unable to process your request.  It explains why we can’t process your request and what you should do in the next 30 days.

Why We Can’t Process Your Request

We entered your September 7, 2007, request on behalf of AirTran Airways into the public docket (No. FAA-2007-29315), but we are unable to process your request any further.  The information you sent doesn’t comply with the requirements of 14 CFR 11.81 (copy enclosed).

Please note that § 11.63(d) requires you to send your petition for exemption at least 120 days before the proposed effective date of the exemption.
