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Held:  The facts in the record have been inadequately developed.





Facts:  The BVA affirmed the regional offices assignment of a 50% evaluation for appellant's post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD).  This was based on an examination at a VA facility which showed appellant to be oriented to reality and to possess adequate judgment and insight.  There is also evidence from a private psychologist to the effect that appellant cannot interact with other people at work and is grossly impaired.





Court Analysis:  The Court noted that neither the VA findings nor the private psychologist's statement placed an "emphasis upon the limitation of activity imposed by the disabling condition" under the provisions of 38 C.F.R. § 4.1.  The VA examination did not consider whether the PTSD had limited appellant's employability.  The private psychologist did not consider whether appellant might pursue a less stressful occupation.  This case was remanded for readjudication including consideration of the issue of individual unemployability. 








RECOMMENDED VBA ACTION(S):  No change to current regulations, policies, or procedures is recommended.
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
