Q: Do we turn in a paper or a presentation or both?

The first WMO meeting of the Expert Team on the Assessment of Data Representation Systems (ET-ADRS) is going to be held in the Washington DC area, April 23-25, 2008.

Q: Do we want to make any recommendations about Scope changes?

CBS requested its Management Group to establish an Expert Team within the OPAG-ISS for assessing advantages and disadvantages, including implications (need for defining standardization, data processing development and integration, costs and benefits: flexibility, compression, feasibility of implementation, etc.), of different data representation systems (e.g. BUFR, CREX, XML, NetCDF, HDF) for use in real time operational international exchanges between NMHSs and in transmission of information to users outside the NMHSs.  The Expert Team should develop recommendations on the most appropriate system depending on the type of exchange applications and report on the possible impacts of its findings on the migration to table-driven code forms.
Q: Fred, we are not on the agenda? –from Bob Bunge
We will have to do what in WMO speak is an Inf-1 document, basically and administrative information note.  We have a lot of material to cover so I'm going to take the Chair's prerogative and start the meeting earlier than normal on the first day.  This should be no problem since most everyone is in the Hotel.  I will discuss meeting organization will review document status set the schedule and around 9 or 9:30 will have welcoming remarks. There will be no direct reference to a U.S. presentation on the agenda.  This would be inappropriate.  First the current agenda is only a wag thrown together by the secretariat months ago as a holding place. Simon and I as co-Chairs and Pierre Kerherve, our Secretariat rep are developing the agenda.  WMO agendas are topic oriented.  We will have both an agenda, an explanatory memo to the agenda and a document list. Members, then submit documents against topic areas.  In some cases, documents are shoe horned into close or related topic areas.  At the opening of the meeting we will discuss where things fall the work plan and the document list and make adjustments as needed. As each area is covered presenters will have the opportunity to introduce their documents.  They can do this by simply discussing the document in plenary, going through it as a presentation on screen or by giving a presentation (ppt) prepared on the subject matter.  As the U.S. rep you will have an opportunity to make or lead as many documents or presentations as we wish to put together within reason.  We can invite someone to provide a related presentation on our behalf.  I will put together a guide with more specifics.  It's a process that works fairly well and not nearly as bureaucratic as it sounds.  I have added Jeff Ator and Brent Gordon to this Email both have some experience in WMO, Jeff especially since he represents the U.S. on the ET-DRC group.  I hope Jeff will join this meeting for its full time as he also is the chair of the OFCM codes group.  Jeff can provide additional insight into WMO meeting protocol and would be useful to have on the telcons since I'm less available. – From Fred Branski.
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
