CAPACITY BUILDING 
The Office of International Affairs (OIA) at the National Cancer Institute (NCI) is responsible for the overall policy and coordination of international health activities.  These programs and activities include, but are not limited to bilateral (country-to-country relationships) as well as programs and activities with multilateral organizations, including the World Health Organization (WHO), International Union Against Cancer (UICC), International Network for Cancer Treatment and Research (INCTR), International Atomic Energy Agency’s Programme of Action for Cancer Therapy (IAEA PACT), American Russian Cancer Alliance (ARCA), and/or others as determined by NCI/OIA.  

There will be 4-6 training courses that the OIA will sponsor in part.  This includes but is not limited to travel, per diem, honoraria as well as printing and shipment of training materials to the training location.

In the performance of the work under this task order, and under instructions from the Project Officer, the contractor shall be responsible for the following:

Training:

Travel up to 15 U.S. scientists to foreign countries to perform training courses

Purchase airline tickets and FedEx up to 15 travelers @ approx. $3,000 each
Reimburse travelers of visa fees, if any

Reimburse travelers for per diem based on Maximum Travel Per Diem Allowance for a specified Foreign Areas (DoS) and provide honoraria of $100/day x length of course
Travel up to 30 foreign scientists from resource poor countries to attend training courses in U.S.
Provide lodgings (pay hotels directly) and per diem during courses equal to approx. $3,000 each
Printing and shipping of teaching materials for courses:
Provide up to 60 yearly subscriptions and mailing costs of the Journal of the National Cancer Institute to resource poor countries @ $15,000 year
Estimated direct costs: $430,000
