SCIENTIFIC RESEARCH AND TECHNICAL EXCHANGES
The Office of International Affairs (OIA) at the National Cancer Institute (NCI) is responsible for the overall policy and coordination of international health activities.  These programs and activities include, but are not limited to bilateral (country-to-country relationships) as well as programs and activities with multilateral organizations, including the World Health Organization (WHO), International Union Against Cancer (UICC), International Network for Cancer Treatment and Research (INCTR), International Atomic Energy Agency’s Programme of Action for Cancer Therapy (IAEA PACT), American Russian Cancer Alliance (ARCA), and/or others as determined by NCI/OIA.  

The OIA offers The Short-Term Scientist Exchange program which promotes collaborative research between established U.S. and foreign scientists from developing countries by supporting, in part, exchange visits of cancer researchers from foreign laboratories. Visits of U.S. scientists to overseas laboratories in developing countries may also be considered for support.  In the case of U.S. exchange Principal Investigator’s, the foreign host institution covers the in-country expenses of the U.S. visitor. In the case of foreign visitors, a foreign source pays for the airfare, while OIA provides a subsistence allowance that is cost shared with the NCI lab/branch or NIH/NCI grantee.  The visits may be from one week to six months in duration. 

In the performance of the work under this task order, and under instructions from the Project Officer, the contractor shall be responsible for the following:

Travel scientists from foreign countries to U.S. to train in extramural/intramural labs/branches

Locate and secure hotel rooms or apartments (deposit to be subtracted from visitors’ subsistence/stipend)

Provide monthly checks to cover subsistence/stipend for 26 exchange scientists for visits of up to six months at $1,738 per month

Provide monthly checks to cover subsistence/stipend for 8 exchange scientists for visits of one year at $1,738 per month

All checks to be sent via regular U.S. mail

Prepare and mail out Form 1099 to all visitors
