The Embassy of the United States of America invites you to submit a proposal for Design/Construction services of US Government Property located at  6 Pimonenko St, in Kyiv, Ukraine.  Construction shall consist of mostly exterior construction and installation works.

If you are interested in submitting a proposal on this project, read the instructions in Section L of the attached Request for Proposals (RFP).

If you intend to submit a proposal, you should thoroughly examine all documents contained in the contract solicitation package and arrange for a personal inspection of the project site by a representative from your company.  The Embassy intends to conduct a a site visit , and all prospective offerors who have received a solicitation package will be invited to attend.  The site visit will be held at 6 Pimonenko Street on February  20, 2008 in 11:00 a.m.  Submit any questions you may have concerning the solicitation documents in writing by February 25, 2008 so that a response can be provided at this meeting.

Your proposal must be submitted in a sealed envelope marked "Proposal Enclosed" to the Maura Pellet, Contracting Officer at Artem Center located at 4 Glubochytska Street on or before 17:00 p.m. on March 5, 2008.  No proposal will be accepted after this time.

Complete Part II of the Standard Form 1442, including all blank spaces, and have the form signed by an authorized representative of your company, or the proposal may be considered unacceptable and may be rejected.

In order for a proposal to be considered, you must also complete and submit the following:

1.  Sections B and Attachment 4, Proposal Breakdown by                 Divisions;

2. Section K, Representations and Certifications;

3.  Bar Chart illustrating sequence of work to be performed;

4.  Additional information as required in Section L.

The contract will be a firm fixed price contract, with no adjustment for any escalation in costs or prices of labor or materials.  Each offeror will be responsible for determining the amount of labor and materials that will be required to complete the project, and for pricing its proposal accordingly.

Please be advised that each offeror is responsible for furnishing complete information to its subcontractor and suppliers, such as details and quantities required by the drawings and specifications.  Subcontractors and suppliers should not be referred to the Embassy or the Architect for determining the amount or quantities of materials required.

The construction/installation completion time is 90 calendar days, commencing on March, 2008.  In the event of an unauthorized or unexcused delay in completing the project, liquidated damages in the amount of $140.00 per calendar day will be assessed until substantial completion of the project is achieved.

SCOPE OF WORK FOR:

Installation of Contractor-Furnished and Installed 100KVA Standby Diesel Generator Set (Single Operation) With New ATS U.S. Consulate Building          Kyiv, Ukraine


1.0
PROJECT DESCRIPTION
This project provides for the installation of a new 100KVA diesel engine generator and associated automatic transfer switch (ATS).  The new generator is to provide emergency backup power for the U.S. Consulate building located at 6, Pymonenka Street in Kyiv.  

There is currently no back up power for this compound, but it is desired that all Consular building loads be placed under automatic generator power when utility power is lost.  The new generator shall be a diesel generator set with a standby rating of 100KVA or higher, weatherproof and sound limiting housing enclosure, 380Y/220 nominal voltage, 3 phase, 50 hertz, complete with automatic transfer switch, and is to be interconnected to the Consulate building’s electrical distribution system.  

Included in this effort is the installation of a new 2,000L or larger double-walled fuel tank inside of the enclosure, control wiring, properly sized load wires with conduit or cable tray, replacement of two fuses and a circuit breaker, and other miscellaneous works identified below.  Further, this effort includes the restoration of all affected parts of the facility to acceptable condition. 

2.0 SCOPE
 This is a level of effort wherein the contractor shall provide equipment, labor, materials, and installation drawing plans necessary to install a complete new operational generator power system including ATS.  The effort includes the installation of generator, weatherproof and critical grade sound limiting enclosure, automatic transfer switch, fuel tank, feeder circuits, modifications to the existing building electrical distribution system, connection to the existing electrical distribution system, control circuit, equipment foundation, and fuel lines.  The contractor must also provide testing and coordination for a safe and fully operational generator power system.

3.0 PROJECT REQUIREMENTS

3.1
General Requirements:  The requirements in this Scope of Work serve as direction to the Contractor in the development, execution and delivery of a completely operational and automatic standby generator system.  The Contractor shall review this Scope of Work and be familiar with the project requirements.  Questions and needed clarifications shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer (CO) for answers and resolution.  A thorough knowledge of the project is required to achieve a substantive quality finished product. Any exceptions to the SOW must be clearly stated in the Contractor’s proposal as exceptions.

3.2
Contractor Furnished-Contractor Installed Material:  The contractor shall furnish the generator set, automatic transfer switch, and all other equipment and materials required under this SOW.  

3.3
Changes to the Scope of Work:  Any changes to this Scope of Work shall have the written approval of the Contracting Officer or his/her representative, and all desired changes to this Scope shall be directed to the same.

3.4
Contract Price Changes:  No changes will be made in this fixed price contract due to price fluctuations for materials or exchange rates.  The contractor with the Lowest Price Technically Acceptable (LPTA) bid may then be selected to implement the project.  No bidder may be selected at the Government’s option.
3.5
Security Clearance: No security clearance is required in the performance of this work.
4.0 TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

4.1 Diesel Generator Set:  Contractor shall install a contractor furnished standby duty diesel generator set with associated controls to provide a fully automatic system to support the Consular Building’s total connected load.  The new generator set shall be installed on the opposite site of the building as the utility fuse box and adjacent to the Maintenance Shop circuit breaker on the Consular building exterior wall.  The contractor shall be thoroughly familiar with the generator set manufacturer’s installation requirements.  The generator technical requirements shall be as stated in Attachment 1 of the SOW.

4.2 Automatic Transfer Switch (ATS): Contractor shall install a contractor furnished automatic transfer switch that will connect the Consular Building loads to either the City power if available and of acceptable quality, or to the generator set when adequate quality utility power is not available.  Provide the required control wiring between the ATS and the generator set for automatic starting and stopping of the generator set. The contractor shall be thoroughly familiar with the ATS manufacturer’s installation requirements.  The ATS technical requirements shall be as stated in Attachment 1 of the SOW.

4.3 
Feeders in Conduit or Cable Tray:  Contractor shall provide a final electrical distribution system as shown on Attachment 3 “Proposed Electrical One-Line.”  The contractor shall verify that stated wire sizes in Attachment 3 meet the US National Electric Code and all local codes.  Wiring shall be copper, insulated with moisture and heat resistant thermoplastic rated for 75 degree C or higher operation.  The distance of run shall be verified by the contractor.  The wiring shall all be protected with properly-sized (per US National Electrical Code) galvanized conduit or cable tray.  Conduits or cable tray shall be run along exterior walls or through the Consular Building attic space.  Conduit from the generator enclosure to the building wall shall be in schedule 40 or schedule 80 PVC buried at a depth of 48 inches or deeper.    

4.4 Utility Fuses:  The load-side fuses in the utility fuse box shall be replaced with 200A fuses as shown on Attachment 3.  The fuse box door shall be permanently repaired to function as originally intended.  The contractor is responsible with coordinating with the local electric utility if needed to accomplish this.

4.5 Auxiliary Equipment/Circuits: Contractor shall make proper electrical connections as needed to supply power to the battery charger, fuel pumps, generator strip heater, engine jacket water heater, lube oil heater, and other components requiring power.  

4.6 Panel MDP Alteration: The main breaker serving the building panel MDP shall be downsized to 200A.

4.7 Electrical System Grounding:  Contractor shall provide a driven copper clad ground rod (19mm diameter) near the generator location with bare copper wire 95mm2 (3/0) bonded to the generator set chassis.  The grounding bus of the three-pole automatic transfer switch (ATS) shall be bonded to the existing equipment grounding system to be identified by contractor in the field.  Neutral and ground shall not be connected at the generator.  The contractor shall ensure that at the completion of this work, that there is one and only one neutral-ground bond for the incoming service.

4.8 Generator Fuel Supply: Contractor shall provide and install the necessary fuel supply and return lines in accordance with the requirement of the engine manufacturer.  All fuel lines shall be black iron pipe suitable for diesel fuel and sized for the engine capacity or as recommended by the engine manufacturer.  The generator shall have a 2,000L or larger double-walled fuel tank within the generator enclosure.  The contractor shall provide all fuel needed for testing and shall fill the tank after all testing and prior to departure from the job site.  

4.9 Equipment Concrete Foundation and Slab On Grade: Provide generator set concrete and steel reinforced foundation in accordance with the recommendation of the generator set manufacturer.  Provide steel reinforced concrete foundation and slab on grade to accommodate the total weight of the equipment and weatherproof enclosure.  The generator and slab shall be placed to allow a minimum 3 foot walk space between the generator and the Consular Building exterior wall, and to allow manufacturer recommended clearances on all sides of the generator. 

4.10 Generator Exterior Lighting:  Weatherproof fluorescent lighting fixtures using T8 fluorescent bulbs and electronic ballasts shall be added to the Consular exterior wall to provide a minimum of 5 footcandles of illumination in the immediate generator vicinity.

4.11 Generator Air Flow:  Ventilation and exhaust shall be oriented and placed by the contractor to provide recommended air flow volume and flow patterns to properly cool the generator in all running scenarios, and to avoid damage to surrounding structures and vegetation.

4.12 Load Balancing: The loads on the generator and Main Distribution Panel (Panel MDP) shall be balanced by the contractor.

4.13 Lansdscaping and Paving:  The contractor shall be responsible for any trenching, refill, paving, or painting needed to restore the site to similar condition after the work is finished.


5.0
OTHER MISCELLANEOUS REQUIREMENTS

5.1 Electric Power Availability: The Consulate is an operational facility, therefore, the contractor shall ensure that electric power is available at all times except on scheduled outages acceptable to the contracting officer’s representative (COR).  During the implementation of this SOW, the contractor shall diligently schedule the work to minimize downtime, and if a power outage is required, the contractor shall submit the request for a power outage no less than two calendar days in advance.  The US Government can deny or defer a requested outage if they see the need.  All outages shall be scheduled outside of normal operational hours.  

5.2 Contractor’s Inspection of Work: Contractor shall diligently inspect the work to ensure that the equipment is installed in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions, and all wiring and conduit systems are installed in accordance with the U.S. National Electrical Code, and the local electrical code.

5.3 Operation Sequence: The new generator and ATS shall be set up to provide generator power automatically when utility power is lost or is outside of acceptable parameters, and to return to utility power after utility power is restored to acceptable parameters.  The load shall be automatically placed on generator power when any one phase is outside the parameters provided in the SOW Attachment 1.

5.4 Contractor Contact:  A responsible contractor contact shall be designated for the duration of the project.  That contractor shall provide the Embassy contact with a local mobile phone number.


6.0
TESTING & COORDINATION  

6.1
Preliminary Testing:  Contractor shall coordinate and advise the COR of schedule of final testing to arrange for Government witnesses.  All preliminary testing of the generator set including the automatic transfer switch shall be accomplished in accordance with the manufacturer’s testing requirements, and shall be conducted when loss of power during the transfers will have minimum effect on critical building loads.  The contractor shall report, in writing, the result of the testing for:

(a) Engine-generator Safety and Alarms: The Contractor shall perform testing to verify that all engine-generator alarms and shutdown devices work as designed.  

(b) Engine generator load testing: The Contractor shall perform all testing required to verify the proper operation of the complete generator power system (in a simulated loss of utility power) for a minimum of four hours run time on generator.

6.2 Testing Witnessing: The above test shall be repeated twice consecutively without any abnormalities as a minimum to ensure the systems will function satisfactorily as designed. The Government shall witness this testing and provide acceptance of the results.  The Contractor shall submit the detailed written result of the operational testing, and shall certify the overall result, pass or fail.  With Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COR) approval, the contractor shall correct any problem discovered during the above tests.  Re-testing of the system shall be coordinated with the COR until a passing (satisfactory) result is obtained.

6.3 Demolition and Removal:  All removed materials and equipment shall be removed and disposed of by the contractor in a proper manner.

6.4 Training:  The contractor shall provide not less than four hours training to all interested Embassy personnel in operation, maintenance, and troubleshooting of the new generator set and automatic transfer switch.

7.0 EMBASSY INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE
         Upon successful testing and demonstration of the completed project, the contractor shall submit written operation testing results, and copies of completed manufacturer’s recommended testing checklists.  Embassy Contracting Officer or his representative shall then conduct the final inspection and acceptance of the project and prepare the project acceptance documentation.

8.0 WARRANTY 
All contractor supplied equipment and all work performed by the contractor shall have a one-year warranty from date of Government’s acceptance of the overall project, not from the date that the generator is first operated.  Contractor shall furnish the name, address and telephone number of guarantor or his representative to notify in the event of a failure in the standby power system during the warranty period. Contractor shall also provide a written list of manufacturer’s warranties associated with the material/equipment installed; furnish the name, address and telephone number of the guarantor’s representative of the equipment being furnished.  Contractor or his representative shall coordinate with the material/equipment manufacturer, upon request by the Embassy or his representative, shall honor the warranty during the warranty period, and shall provide the services under this warranty as necessary to repair the equipment specified in this contract.  Labor and material incurred during the repair or replacement of parts/equipment under the warranty period shall be at contractor’s expense and at no cost to the U.S. Government.  It must be stressed that the warranty is the full responsibility of the contractor, and the contractor must respond to provide warranty repairs within 24 hours of reported problems.  If the contractor chooses, he may pursue reimbursement under an equipment manufacturer warranty, but that shall not be a reason to delay or defer his warranty service.      
8.1 CONTRACTOR SERVICES  

The contractor shall provide all installation drawings, materials, labor, project inspection, coordination and testing and other incidental work for a complete operational generator power system.  The installation drawings shall be prepared by the contractor, and submitted to the Contracting Officer Representative (COR) for review and approval.  Contractor shall carry out the work in accordance with the COR approved installation drawings.  No work may start without approved installation drawings.

9.0 DRAWING FORMAT

All installation drawings shall be in hard metric.  All drawings, specifications, if any and correspondence shall be in English.  All drawings shall be the same size, approximately 0.60m x 0.90m.   All drawings shall be in AutoCAD file Data Disks and in PDF.  Upon completion of the project, the Contractor shall submit two sets of as-built installation drawings to the Contracting Officer for Embassy and OBO/OM/FAC distribution.  In addition, the contractor must provide two sets of AutoCAD and PDF drawing files in diskette (one for Embassy and one for OBO/OM/FAC).  

10.0 PRICE AND STEPS

11.1     Provide a fixed cost price in US dollars to meet this scope of work.  The fixed cost price shall include all direct costs for labor, materials, and equipment, and burdens for overhead profit and taxes. The Contractor shall submit the cost proposal for each task towards installation of a completely operational generator power system in accordance with the requirements specified in this Scope of Work.  Costs proposed for each task shall be subject to negotiation.

10.1.1 Site Survey:  Perform a site survey and determine site conditions, existing equipment layout, and location of electrical services and panels. Determine location and orientation of the new generator set with emphasis on proper exhaust, ventilation, and air flow to allow proper operation per manufacturer requirements.

10.1.2 Preparation of Installation Drawings: Prepare installation drawings, specifications, and Bill of Materials in accordance with this scope of work and generator set specification and from the information found during the site survey.  Installation drawings shall also incorporate the requirements of the equipment manufacturer’s installation instructions.  All field wiring shall be in accordance with the U.S. National Electrical Code, and the local electrical Code, and installation requirements of the generator and ATS manufacturers.

10.1.3 Installation:  Upon COR notification of installation drawings approval and notice to proceed on installation, the contractor shall commence procurement of materials and mobilization to implement the project.  Provide all materials, equipment, trenching and backfill, and labor for a complete operational generator power system, including all accessories, incidentals, and miscellaneous work such as the modification of the power distribution system to phase-in the generator set, required testing in accordance with the requirement of this scope of work, and any civil works needed to accomplish the project successfully.

11.0 ADMINISTRATIVE REQUIREMENTS

Meetings: The Contractor shall attend a minimum of three meetings with the Embassy representatives.  For planning purposes, these meetings shall be site survey, installation progress review, and project acceptance testing meeting.  Schedule dates for the meeting shall be determined by the COR and all concerned.  

12.0 INSTALLATION REQUIREMENTS

12.1 General: All materials to be installed shall be all new.  The Contractor shall carry out the installation in accordance with the contractor prepared, COR approved installation drawings.  The contractor shall manage, administer, supervise and inspect the installation.  The proper management of all work shall be the sole responsibility of the contractor.  Coordination shall be continuous during the installation phase with the on-site US Government representative.

12.2 Safety: Safety is the highest priority on this and all US Embassy projects.  The contractor shall direct all of those under his charge to work safely.  Regular safety meetings shall be held among on-site contractor personnel, and safety concerns shall be brought to the attention of the Post Safety and Health Officer (POSHO) and the COR.

12.3 Installation Submission Requirements:  Prior to commencement of installation, the contractor shall provide the Contracting Officer the following for his/her review and approval to ensure conformance with the contract requirements:

(a) Detailed contractor Organization description including list of subcontractors, if any and description of roles.  Personal information on all individuals involved in the project shall be submitted to the Embassy Regional Security Office (RSO) for site clearances.

(b) Detailed installation schedule describing each key installation activity.  The contractor shall develop all activities to minimize power interruptions affecting Consular Building operations.

12.4 Contractor Personnel: The contractor shall furnish sufficient personnel with the technical knowledge and experience necessary to complete the work. The contractor shall designate an English speaking contractor’s site supervisor who will be responsible for all contractor personnel and daily work as needed.  The contractor shall inspect the job site for progress and ensure work is accomplished in accordance with this scope of work. 

12.5 Documentation: The contractor shall obtain, maintain, and pay for all required insurance, licenses, permits and certificates, if required to perform the work prior to commencement and for the duration of the work.

12.6 Schedule: The contractor shall carefully execute the work in a manner acceptable to the Contracting Officer, and avoid interference or accidental damage to the government equipment or existing property.  All scheduling shall be coordinated with the Contracting Officer or his/her representative. Onsite electrical installation work at the Consular Building is required to be completed in less than 20 calendar days on site from start to finish. Onsite civil work may be done in advance of the electrical work.  If the contractor is unable to comply with these dates, he must state this clearly in his cost submittal and must denote an alternate schedule that he can meet.  

12.7 Work Organization and Restoration: The contractor must recognize that this is an important representational property for the US Government and shall keep the work site clean and organized.  The contractor shall clean up the site daily before departure from the site and shall dispose of all debris from the work areas. The contractor shall backfill all trenching, and shall provide safety barriers around all open trenching. 

12.8 Final Interconnection: The contractor shall coordinate with the COR to make final cable/wiring connections to the existing power distribution system including its modification.

12.9 Site Access: Contractor will have the use of the project site in its entirety within security guidelines, coordinating access with Embassy representatives.  The contractor will receive the right of entry and compound access to the project site after the Notice to Proceed of installation.  Once the site work begins, the contractor shall be responsible for compliance with the Embassy security rules and regulations.

12.10 Coordination: Contractor shall coordinate with the Embassy representatives and secure approval for site area authorization within the contract limits such as for mobilization, operation of contractor’s equipment, and storage.  At substantial completion of the project, all mobilization support equipment and accessories shall be removed from the site.  Before the project is closed out, and in accordance with the approved installation schedule, the site shall be cleared of all installation debris and other materials, and restored to original pre-installation condition.  All contractor vehicles must remain outside of the Consulate property except for prearranged delivery and removal of materials.  The will be no parking within the property.

12.11 Construction Power: During installation, the contractor shall provide temporary power from Consulate power sources for his use as needed.  The contractor shall ensure that he does not overload any circuits that he uses for temporary power. The contractor shall not be charged for temporary power taken after the Consulate meter. This requirement shall be coordinated with the Embassy representatives in advance to determine the power source connections.  The contractor shall remove the temporary power connections after completion of the project.  All temporary connections shall be properly protected electrically and safe for area personnel.

12.12 Existing Facilities/Buildings: The contractor shall exercise care not to damage existing facilities and equipment during installation.  Existing facilities and existing equipment which are damaged, accidental or not, shall be repaired or restored to original condition at no cost to the U.S. Government.  Building alterations shall be coordinated in advance with Embassy representatives.  Opening or removing perimeter walls or doors must be coordinated in advance with Embassy security personnel.  

13.0 PREPARATION OF INSTALLATION DRAWINGS: SUBMISSION 

            REQUIREMENTS

13.1 Submittal:  Prior to equipment procurement and installation, the contractor shall submit to COR, two (2) sets of installation drawings, specifications of materials/equipment to be procured, including catalog data/cut sheets of equipment and materials, and his installation schedules for COR review and approval.  The specifications or catalog data/cut sheets of equipment must include the generator, ATS, circuit breakers, batteries, battery charger, conduit, electrical cables, etc.

13.2 Government Review: The US Government shall review the contractor furnished submittal documents above for conformance with the contract requirements within 21 calendar days of receipt. Review comments will be provided to the contractor, in writing.

13.3 Incorporation of Changes: Contractor shall respond to the comments in writing within 21 calendar days of receipt and incorporate comments into the final installation drawings.  Comments not accepted by the contractor shall be brought to the COR in writing immediately for resolution.  Decisions by the COR with respect to incorporation of comments deemed to be within the scope of work of this project will be final.  Review comments recognized by the COR requiring actions outside this scope of work requires contract modification and will not be required until the CO issues a Notice to Proceed.  Any comments if within the scope of work, as judged by the CO, shall be incorporated into the final installation drawings at no additional cost to the Government.

13.4 Work Quality: Any work rejected by the CO as incomplete, erroneous, uncoordinated, or not meeting the scope of work requirements, shall be corrected and resubmitted within 21 calendar days of notification.

13.5 Drawing Maintenance: The contractor shall furnish final as-built installation drawings to the U.S. Government at the conclusion of the project.

14.0 PROJECT SCHEDULE
The installation work is desired to commence no later than June 30, 2008.  An alternate commencement date shall be coordinated with the CO as needed by the US Government.  The on-site electrical installation work shall be completed within 20 calendar days of start.  The civil work may be done in advance of the electrical at any time after the approval of the installation drawings.  The contractor shall not deliver any equipment or materials to the site prior to the agreed start date.

SWITCH TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

U.S. Consulate Building – Kyiv, Ukraine

1. INTRODUCTION
This Attachment contains technical requirements related to the diesel generator and Automatic Transfer Switch (ATS). 

2. OPERATING ENVIRONMENT
All system components are required to start, provide continuous full rated load, and perform within specifications for the following environmental conditions:

2.1. Ambient temperature:
-40o C to 40o C

2.2. Relative humidity:
up to 100%

2.3. Elevation:
up to 500 meters

3. EQUIPMENT TO FURNISH AND INSTALL
3.1. One (1) Diesel-Generator Set in outdoor-rated enclosure

To be rated 1500 RPM, 50 Hz, 100 kVA (80kW) or higher, 380Y/220 Volts, 3-phase, 4-wire, for standby duty.

The diesel-generator set is to include one (1) skid mounted radiator cooled diesel-generator complete with all standard features and the following:

3.1.1. Generator to be single bearing, static regulated, brushless, air cooled, self-ventilated.

3.1.2. Vibration isolated control panel to include:

a. Automatic/manual start stop controls

b. Ammeter and voltmeter with phase selector switch

c. Frequency meter

d. Run-hour meter

e. Safety shutdowns to include overspeed, low oil pressure, high water temperature, overcrank, low coolant level, and emergency stop push button.

f. Voltage and frequency adjustment provisions

3.1.3. Volts per Hertz compensated solid state voltage regulator. Steady state voltage regulation to be ( 0.5% of rated voltage for all loads from no load to 100% load. 

3.1.4. Electronic governor to control engine speed. Steady state frequency regulation to be ( 0.5% of rated frequency for constant loads from no load to 100% load.

3.1.5. Thermostatically controlled jacket water heater to maintain 32o C water temperature. Water heater to be for 220 or 380 V, 50 Hz power supply. Heater power supply to terminate at customer connection terminal board.

3.1.6. Anti-condensation heater for generator. Heater to be for 220 or 380 V, 50 Hz power supply. Heater power supply to terminate at customer connection terminal board.

3.1.7. One (1) heavy-duty 24 VDC lead-acid battery, battery rack, and battery cables. Battery capacity to be sufficient to provide three (3) fifteen-second engine cranking cycles for all operating environments defined in Section 2. Battery capacity is based upon maximum time of one (1) minute between cranking cycles, and no battery recharge allowed between cranking cycles.

3.1.8. One (1) generator mounted 3-pole UL or CE listed main circuit breaker. Circuit breaker to have isolated neutral, and be rated for 380 V 50/60 Hz application.

3.1.9. One (1) 10-ampere automatic float/equalizing battery charger suitable for the batteries specified in Paragraph 3.1.7. Battery charger to be for a 220 V, 50 Hz power supply.

3.1.10. Critical-grade exhaust silencer. Sound level not to exceed 78 dBA at 7 meters from the generator enclosure.

3.1.11. Transient performance of diesel engine-generator to be as follows for application or removal of load steps of up to 50% rated load:

3.1.11.1 Maximum voltage variation not more than 10%

3.1.11.2 Maximum frequency variation not more than 5%.

Both voltage and frequency are to recover to the steady state operation band within five (5) seconds.

3.1.12 Engine lubricating oil

3.1.13 Antifreeze (coolant)

3.1.14 Fuel line water separator

3.1.15 Vibration Isolators

3.1.16 Spare parts sufficient for scheduled maintenance specified in the service manual for one year (1000 operating hours). Spare parts to also include two (2) sets of all fuses, indicating lamps, and spare keys.
3.1.17 Two (2) sets of installation, operation, and maintenance manuals. Include a complete parts list for the unit, and schematic diagrams.
3.1.18 One-year warranty covering defects in materials and workmanship, beginning on the date the installation project is accepted by the US Government.
3.1.19 Prior to delivery to site, perform standard factory tests on the diesel-generator. Factory tests to include a continuous load bank test (resistive acceptable) prior to shipment. Load bank test to include 50% block load application and removal, 75% block load application and removal, 1 hour at 50% rated load, and 1 hour at 100% rated load. Test report including continuous log record of frequency, phase voltages, and phase currents.

Diesel-generator must perform within specifications (Paragraphs 3.1.3, 3.1.4, 3.1.10 & 3.1.12) for the entire duration of this test.

3.2 One (1) Automatic Transfer Switch
The Automatic Transfer Switch (ATS) to be UL 1008 listed, 200 ampere rated or higher per manufacturer sizing recommendations, 380/220 Volt, 50 Hertz, 3-pole with solid isolated neutral. Short circuit withstand rating not less than 30,000 amperes rms symmetrical, complete with all standard features and the following:
3.2.1 NEMA Type 3 (outdoor) rated 

3.2.2 Automatic and manual operation mechanically and electrically interlocked to prevent simultaneous connection of any two sources.

3.2.3 Double throw automatic operation including starting and stopping of generator, transfer and retransfer of load, with field adjustable pickup and dropout settings, and generator start when utility source voltage is below 80% or above 115% of nominal, or frequency is below 98% or above 102% of nominal.

Automatic retransfer to utility source, and engine-generator shutdown with manufacturer recommended cool-down, when utility source voltage and frequency are restored to normal.

3.2.4 Three phase over/under voltage sensing.

3.2.5 One phase over/under frequency sensing.

3.2.6 Time delay on engine start field adjustable up to 10 seconds. Set at 5 seconds.

3.2.7 Time delay on re-transfer to utility source field adjustable up to 30 minutes. Set at 10 minutes.

3.2.8 Engine cool down timer adjustable 1-30 minutes. Set at 10 minutes.

3.2.9 Test switch to simulate normal power failure.

3.2.10 For the transfer switch, two (2) extra sets of all fuses and all lamps.

3.2.11 Lugs for normal, load, generator, and neutral cables to be mechanical not compression type. 

3.2.12 Two (2) sets of installation, operation, and maintenance manuals for the transfer switch. Include a complete parts list for the ATS, and schematic diagrams.

3.2.13 One-year warranty covering defects in materials and workmanship, beginning on the date the installation project is accepted by the U.S. Government.

D. INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE


The COR, or his/her authorized representatives, will inspect from time to time the services being performed and the supplies furnished to determine whether work is being performed in a satisfactory manner, and that all supplies are of acceptable quality and standards.
 
The Contractor shall be responsible for any countermeasures or corrective action, within the scope of this contract, which may be required by the Contracting Officer as a result of such inspection.
 
Substantial Completion:  Definitions
 
(a) "Substantial Completion" means the stage in the progress of the work as determined and certified by the Contracting Officer in writing to the Contractor, on which the work (or a portion designated by the Government) is sufficiently complete and satisfactory.  Substantial completion means that the property may be occupied or used for the purpose for which it is intended, and only minor items such as touch-up, adjustments, and minor replacements or installations remain to be completed or corrected which:
(1) do not interfere with the intended occupancy or utilization of the work, and 
(2) can be completed or corrected within the time period required for final completion.
 
(b) The "date of substantial completion" means the date determined by the Contracting Officer or authorized Government representative as of which substantial completion of the work has been achieved.
 
Use and Possession upon Substantial Completion
The Government shall have the right to take possession of and use the work upon substantial completion.  Upon notice by the Contractor that the work is substantially complete (a Request for Substantial Completion) and an inspection by the Contracting Officer or an authorized Government representative (including any required tests), the Contracting Officer shall furnish the Contractor a Certificate of Substantial Completion.  The certificate will be accompanied by a Schedule of Defects listing items of work remaining to be performed, completed or corrected before final completion and acceptance.  Failure of the Contracting Officer to list any item of work shall not relieve the Contractor of responsibility for complying with the terms of the contract.  The Government's possession or use upon substantial completion shall not be deemed an acceptance of any work under the contract.
 
Final Completion and Acceptance:  Definitions
 

(a) "Final completion and acceptance" means the stage in the progress of the work as determined by the Contracting Officer and confirmed in writing to the Contractor, at which all work required under the contract has been completed in a satisfactory manner, subject to the discovery of defects after final completion, and except for items specifically excluded in the notice of final acceptance.

 

(b) The "date of final completion and acceptance" means the date determined by the Contracting Officer when final completion of the work has been achieved, as indicated by written notice to the Contractor.
 
Final Inspection and Tests

The Contractor shall give the Contracting Officer at least five (5) days advance written notice of the date when the work will be fully completed and ready for final inspection and tests.  Final inspection and tests will be started not later than the date specified in the notice unless the Contracting Officer determines that the work is not ready for final inspection and so informs the Contractor.
 
Final Acceptance
If the Contracting Officer is satisfied that the work under the contract is complete (with the exception of continuing obligations), the Contracting Officer shall issue to the Contractor a notice of final acceptance and make final payment upon:
 
-Satisfactory completion of all required tests, 
-a final inspection that all items by the Contracting Officer listed in the Schedule of Defects have been completed or corrected and that the work is finally complete (subject to the discovery of defects after final completion), and 
-submittal by the Contractor of all documents and other items required upon completion of the work, including a final request for payment (Request for Final Acceptance). 
 
 
E - DELIVERIES OR PERFORMANCE

Acceptance of Schedule:  When the Government has accepted any time schedule; it shall be binding upon the Contractor.  The completion date is fixed and may be extended only by a written contract modification signed by the Contracting Officer.  Acceptance or approval of any schedule or revision thereof by the Government shall not:
(1) (1)   Extend the completion date or obligate the Government to do so,
(2) (2)   Constitute acceptance or approval of any delay, or
(3) (3)   Excuse the Contractor from or relieve the Contractor of its obligation to maintain the progress of the work and achieve final completion by the established completion date.
 
Notice Of Delay
 
If the Contractor receives a notice of any change in the work, or if any other conditions arise which are likely to cause or are actually causing delays which the Contractor believes may result in late completion of the project, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer.  The Contractor’s notice shall state the effect, if any, of such change or other conditions upon the approved schedule, and shall state in what respects, if any, the relevant schedule or the completion date should be revised.  The Contractor shall give such notice promptly, not more than ten (10) days after the first event giving rise to the delay or prospective delay. Only the Contracting Officer may make revisions to the approved time schedule.
 
Notice to Proceed
 

(a)
After receiving and accepting any bonds or evidence of insurance, the Contracting Officer will provide the Contractor a Notice to Proceed.  The Contractor must then prosecute the work, commencing and completing performance not later than the time period established in the contract.



(b)
It is possible that the Contracting Officer may elect to issue the Notice to Proceed before receipt and acceptance of any bonds or evidence of insurance.  Issuance of a Notice to Proceed by the Government before receipt of the required bonds or insurance certificates or policies shall not be a waiver of the requirement to furnish these documents.
 
Working Hours
 
All work shall be performed during 9:00-18:00 in regular working days.  Other hours, if requested by the Contractor, may be approved by the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR).  The Contractor shall give 24 hours in advance to COR who will consider any deviation from the hours identified above.  Changes in work hours, initiated by the Contractor, will not be a cause for a price increase.
 
Preconstruction Conference
 

A preconstruction conference will be held 10 days after contract award at Glubochytska 4, Artem Business Center to discuss the schedule, submittals, notice to proceed, mobilization and other important issues that effect construction progress.  See FAR 52.236-26, Preconstruction Conference.

Requests for payment, may be made no more frequently than monthly.  Payment requests shall cover the value of labor and materials completed and in place, including a prorated portion of overhead and profit.

Performance/Payment Protection
 

The Contractor shall furnish some form of payment protection as described in 52.228-13  in the amount of  10% of the contract price.



The Contractor shall provide the information required by the paragraph above within ten (10) calendar days after award.  Failure to timely submit the required security may result in rescinding or termination of the contract by the Government.  If the contract is terminated, the contractor will be liable for those costs as described in FAR 52.249-10, Default (Fixed-Price Construction), which is included in this purchase order.



The bonds or alternate performance security shall guarantee the Contractor's execution and completion of the work within the contract time.  This security shall also guarantee the correction of any defects after completion, the payment of all wages and other amounts payable by the Contractor under its subcontracts or for labor and materials, and the satisfaction or removal of any liens or encumbrances placed on the work.



The required securities shall remain in effect in the full amount required until final acceptance of the project by the Government. The Contractor shall obtain any other types of insurance required by local law or that are ordinarily or customarily obtained in the location of the work.  The limit of such insurance shall be as provided by law or sufficient to meet normal and customary claims.



The Contractor agrees that the Government shall not be responsible for personal injuries or for damages to any property of the Contractor, its officers, agents, servants, and employees, or any other person, arising from and incident to the Contractor's performance of this contract.  The Contractor shall hold harmless and indemnify the Government from any and all claims arising therefrom, except in the instance of gross negligence on the part of the Government.



The Contractor shall obtain adequate insurance for damage to, or theft of, materials and equipment in insurance coverage for loose transit to the site or in storage on or off the site.
 

The general liability policy required of the Contractor shall name "the United States of America, acting by and through the Department of State", as an additional insured with respect to operations performed under this contract.


Document Descriptions


Supplemental Documents:  The Contracting Officer shall furnish from time to time such detailed drawings and other information as is considered necessary, in the opinion of the Contracting Officer, to interpret, clarify, supplement, or correct inconsistencies, errors or omissions in the Contract documents, or to describe minor changes in the work not involving an increase in the contract price or extension of the contract time.  The Contractor shall comply with the requirements of the supplemental documents, and unless prompt objection is made by the Contractor within 20 days, their issuance shall not provide for any claim for an increase in the Contract price or an extension of contract time.
 
Record Documents.  The Contractor shall maintain at the project site:
(1)  (1)  a current marked set of Contract drawings and specifications indicating all interpretations and clarification, contract modifications, change orders, or any other departure from the contract requirements approved by the Contracting Officer; and,
(2)  (2)  a complete set of record shop drawings, product data, samples and other submittals as approved by the Contracting Officer.  
 
"As-Built" Documents:  After final completion of the work, but before final acceptance thereof, the Contractor shall provide:

Laws and Regulations

The Contractor shall submit proper documentation and evidence satisfactory to the Contracting Officer of compliance with this clause.
 
Construction Personnel
 
The Contractor shall maintain discipline at the site and at all times take all reasonable precautions to prevent any unlawful, riotous, or disorderly conduct by or among those employed at the site.  The contractor shall ensure the preservation of peace and protection of persons and property in the neighborhood of the project against such action.  The Contracting Officer may require, in writing, that the Contractor remove from the work any employee that the Contracting Officer deems incompetent, careless, insubordinate or otherwise objectionable, or whose continued employment on the project is deemed by the Contracting Officer to be contrary to the Government's interests.



If the Contractor has knowledge that any actual or potential labor dispute is delaying or threatens to delay the timely performance of this contract, the Contractor shall immediately give notice, including all relevant information, to the Contracting Officer.



After award, the Contractor has ten calendar days to submit to the Contracting Officer a list of workers and supervisors assigned to this project for the Government to conduct all necessary security checks.
