Assateague Island is a 37 mile long barrier island in the states of Maryland and Virginia. Assateague Island National Seashore extends up to ½ mile into the surrounding waters. Main issues are estuary management, particularly the effects of adjacent land uses on water quality of the estuary. Impacts are attributable to agricultural land uses and residential development. The island is managed by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (most of the Virginia end of the island), Assateague State Park, and the National Park Service.

There are many similarities with the Auld and Ore Estuary in Suffolk England.
