Kinder Morgan Energy Partners shut down the Valley's main source of gasoline early Monday after torrential rains in California threatened portions of its western pipeline, but the move shouldn't create immediate shortages.  The 20-inch Los Angeles-to-Phoenix pipeline carries about 70 percent of the Valley's gasoline, jet fuel and diesel. Shell hikes Output to 65,000 b/d at Protest-hit Nigeria Stations

Shell Wednesday said it had now restarted 65,000 b/d of crude output at flow stations that were shut down five weeks ago after protests by villagers in the south-east Rivers State disrupted output.  Hundreds of villagers from Kula community, including women and children, on Dec 5 seized flow stations operated by ChevronTexaco and Shell in a row over local benefits and jobs, forcing the multinationals to shut in a total of 120,000 b/d and briefly trapping more than 100 workers.   A separate protest in the Bayelsa Creek last Friday shut in an additional 8,000 b/d at the Odeama Creek flow station when villagers attempted to seize the facility because a power generator provided for them by Shell had broken down.
