SECURITY

1.1
General.  The Government reserves the right to deny access to U.S.-owned and U.S.-operated facilities to any individual.  The Government will run background checks on all proposed Contractor employees. After award, the Contractor has ten (10) calendar days to provide the names with a clear copy of the ID card or passport on all Contractor personnel who shall be used on this contract.  Please include back-up personnel as well.  For each car/truck that will enter into the premises the license plate number with a copy of the license is also required.

Identity Cards.  The Government may issue identity cards to Contractor personnel, after they are approved.  Contractor personnel shall display identify card(s) on the uniform at all times while providing services under this contract.  These identity cards are the property of the Government.  The Contractor is responsible for their return at the end of the contract, when an employee leaves Contractor service, or at the request of the Government.

STANDARDS OF CONDUCT


(a)
General.  The Contractor shall maintain satisfactory standards of employee competency, conduct, cleanliness, appearance and integrity and shall be responsible for taking such disciplinary action with respect to employees as required.  Each Contractor employee is expected to adhere to standards of conduct that reflect credit on themselves, their employer, and the United States Government.  The Government reserves the right to direct the Contractor to remove an employee from the worksite for failure to comply with the standards of conduct.  The Contractor shall immediately replace such an employee to maintain continuity of services at no additional cost to the Government.

ATTACHMENT 1

Underground Utility room Geotechnical survey

The general scope of the subsurface exploration for the proposed utility building is outlined below:

The purpose of the subsurface exploration is to provide the design team with an analysis of the existing subsurface soil conditions and comprehensive foundation design recommendations for the construction of a new underground utility building at the United States Embassy in Athens, Greece. The attached sketch indicates the proposed location of two borings. The two borings are considered to be the minimum required but additional borings may be taken at the discretion of the geotechnical engineer as necessary to complete the study.

The proposed utility building will likely be supported by spread footings or a mat foundation. The proposed building will consist of one story located below grade with footings bearing approximately 5 meters below the existing finished grade. The building will be approximately 8 meters wide by 12 meters long.
Based on other geotechnical studies preformed at the U.S. Embassy, the borings will likely extend to a depth of 10 to 15 meters. The actual boring depth must be determined by the geotechnical engineer. Standard penetration tests (ASTM D-1586) are required to be taken at intervals of 1.5 meters during the boring drilling.  In addition to the borings, the subsurface exploration should include any lab testing that is required to determine the necessary foundation design information. This information includes but is not limited to: soil/rock bearing capacity, soil/rock classification, thickness/depth of fill materials, consideration to adjacent footings of the existing chancery, groundwater observations, and the seismic site class determined in accordance with the International Building Code (IBC) and excavation/backfilling recommendations. In addition, the report should include information and recommendations for the design of retaining walls, including the subgrade modulus, angle of internal friction, soil weight, relative density determination, and the active/passive soil pressures. All work must be coordinated with the existing site structures and underground utilities.
