ALLTEL AND LIBERTY SEEK CONSENT FOR TRANSFER OF CONTROL

PLEADING CYCLE ESTABLISHED
ALLTEL Corporation and Liberty Cellular, Inc. have filed applications under Sections 214 and 310(d) of the Communications Act, 47 U.S.C. §§ 214, 310(d), requesting Commission approval to transfer control of licenses or authorizations currently held by Liberty Cellular, its subsidiaries  or other affiliates, from the officers and shareholders of Liberty to ALLTEL.  The structure of the proposed transfer provides that ALLTEL will acquire all of the common stock of Liberty, and a wholly-owned subsidiary of ALLTEL will merge into Liberty.  The surviving corporation will be Liberty Cellular, which will become a wholly-owned, first-tier subsidiary of ALLTEL.  

The following applications have been filed for consent to transfer control from Liberty to ALLTEL and have been assigned the file numbers indicated below.
