STATEMENT OF WORK
Dr. Rachel Myerowitz will carry out collaborative studies with Dr. Paul Plotz, Chief of the Connective Tissue Diseases Section of the Arthritis and Rheumatism Branch (ARB) of the National Institute of Arthritis and Musculoskeletal and Skin Diseases (NIAMS) of the National Institutes of Health (NIH), DHHS.  Dr. Myerowitz is a Professor of Biology at St. Mary’s College and will work during her summer leave in 2008.
Dr. Myerowitz will bring her expertise in lysosomal biology and the lysosomal storage diseases, expecially Tay-Sachs Disease, to work on the problem of treating the muscle glycogen storage disease, Pompe Disease.  She will particularly work on strategies to deliver recombinant acid (-glucosidase to the sites of glycogen storage in muscle by studying the reasons for the abnormal trafficking of intracellular vesides in that disease. During her sabbatical semester here in Fall 2006, Dr. Myerowitz developed a very useful Pompe Disease muscle cell line.
