Seattle area:

Hamilton Jet is located at 1111 NW Ballard Way in Seattle.  It is north of the ship canal and east of 15th Avenue.  There are several ways to get here.
 

Going through Seattle downtown:
Take Western Avenue north along the waterfront.  At the Magnolia Bridge, the road becomes 15th Avenue.
Continue on 15th Avenue until you cross the Ballard Bridge (Ship canal) - Stay in right hand lane
At the north end of the bridge, exit right towards Leary Way.
100 feet down the exit ramp, a road branches off to the right.  This is Ballard Way.  Turn Right.
Hamilton Jet is 1-1/2 blocks down Ballard Way on the right - gray two story building with blue stripe.  Name is on building.
 

Coming north on 99:
Follow 99 over the viaduct, through to the Battery Street tunnel and continue north to the Aurora Bridge.  Stay in right lane.
At the north end of the Aurora Bridge is an exit to the right.  Take this exit.  Stay top the left.  
At the stop sign turn left and go under 99.  Follow this road to the stop light at Fremont Avenue.  The road you are on is 39th.
Go through the light at Fremont, staying on 39th and follow this road down to Leary Way (next stop light).  Turn right.
Go though two stop lights.  First is at Hales Ales, second is 3rd Avenue.  
After the second light, get in left lane.  The third street on the left is Ballard Way.  There is the Acclaim Advertising building on the corner.
Hamilton Jet is 1-1/2 blocks on the left.
 

From I-5:
Exit at 45th. (U of Washington)
Head west towards Ballard
Go 2-1/2 miles.  This will take you under 99.  After you pass under 99, you will start going downhill into Ballard.  The first stop light after starting downhill is 3rd Avenue.  The second is 8th Avenue.  The third light is 14th Avenue.  Turn left.  There is a McDonald on the left and a Safeway.
Go to the next stop light (6 blocks) which is Leary Way.  An Office Max is on your left.  Go straight through the light.
Go one block, to a stop sign.  This is Ballard Way.  Turn left.
Hamilton Jet is the second building on the right.
