TITLE: GLOBAL CANCER CONTROL
BACKGROUND: The Office of International Affairs (OIA) at the National Cancer Institute (NCI) is responsible for the overall policy and coordination of international health activities.  These programs and activities include, but are not limited to bilateral (country-to-country relationships) as well as programs and activities with multilateral organizations, including the World Health Organization (WHO), International Union Against Cancer (UICC), International Network for Cancer Treatment and Research (INCTR), International Atomic Energy Agency’s Programme of Action for Cancer Therapy (IAEA PACT),  Breast Health Global Initiative (BHGI), American Russian Cancer Alliance (ARCA), and/or others as determined by NCI/OIA.  

The OIA will support in part 4-6 training courses related to global cancer control.  In some instances, the foreign scientist will be provided subsistence while attending the workshop or training.  

TASKS:   In the performance of the work under this task order, and under instructions from the Project Officer, the contractor shall be responsible for the following:

Exchanges:

· Travel up to 10 Scientists from foreign countries to U.S.

· Locate and secure hotel rooms or apartments (deposit to be subtracted from visitors’ subsistence)

· Provide monthly checks to cover subsistence/stipend for 10 exchange scientists for visits for six months
· Provide monthly checks to cover subsistence/stipend for 10 exchange scientists for visits of one year 
· All checks to be sent via regular U.S. mail

Training:

· Provide travel for 25 foreign scientists from resource poor countries to attend a training course on cancer control

· Provide subsistence for 25 foreign scientists coming to the DC area for approx. 5 weeks

· All checks to be sent via regular U.S. mail

· Provide round-trip, economy airline tickets for 25
Translation:

· Support to cancer control research and treatment documents for updating, expanding and translating resource-sensitive guidelines for cancer prevention, diagnosis, and treatment in order for the guidelines to be distributed and operational/implemented into practice ready.
