Influenza Conference Support

Statement of Work

The Fogarty International Center (FIC) will engage collaborators on the analysis and data related to influenza epidemiology and virology.  The successful contractor would aid in the logistical and travel arrangements for time limited fellowships to conduct collaborative studies.  The contractor would assist in supporting the travel and stipends of identified candidates from several countries such as, but not limited to; Portugal, Denmark, Hungary, Senegal, South Africa, Argentina, Peru, Uruguay, China, Thailand, Singapore, the United States, and Vietnam, to the NIH in Bethesda and to foreign locations.  Existing competed contracts would facilitate the conduct of workshops.  In addition, the successful contractor would provide logistical and travel arrangements for a series of international and domestic conferences in several locations for up to 200 persons.  The first of these workshops would be held in Europe in mid-2008, and another will likely be held in Africa or South Asia in late-2008.  Foreign investigators will be hosted at FIC for periods of a few days to a year.

Overall budget will be up to $800,000.

Contractor needed for logistics support for scientific projects.  Specific duties to include:

· Arranging for payment of personnel stipends, honoraria, costs for travel related services to international conferences
· NIH supported conferences at international locations (2-3)

· Costs of travel and stipends for visiting scientists hosted at NIH for short-term visits

· Support for professional services in general
