DEPS MAIL DIRECTION and ZIP CIN Files
1.3
Description

The MAIL DIRECTION file is being created to replace the existing DROP SHIP ZIP CIN file as the source for default drop points and redirection information. The new MAIL DIRECTION file will introduce Mail Class and Mail Shape instead of CINs to better align with mail class/mail shape-based redirections that will be incorporated into the Drop Entry Point System.  The MAIL DIRECTION file also introduces the concept of effective dates and grace periods. Effective dates make it possible to create redirections in the future while grace periods allow those making drop shipments to adapt to new redirections by having a grace or buffer period before diverting their mail. The NASS Code will be added per the request of current ZIP CIN File users as another facility identifier as well as a last updated date to each record in the file.

	The MAIL DIRECTION file format must indicate when mail can no longer be dropped at a particular redirection. This date is calculated by adding the “grace period” to the effective end date of the redirection.

File Format

DESCRIPTION

The MAIL DIRECTION file format is based primarily on the ZIP CIN file from the DROP SHIP PRODUCT. The files both include a Copyright Record (file information) and Detail Records (default drop points and redirections); a ZIP; Carrier Route (CRID); Pallet Indicator, whether the facility accepts palletized, non-palletized or both palletized and non-palletized mail (for default drop entry points); whether the redirection is for palletized or non-palletized mail (redirections) Discount Type, the discount type accepted; and both files are fixed-length.

The MAIL DIRECTION file format does NOT include CINs because CINs are replaced with mail class/mail shape-based redirections in DEPS and thus Mail Class and Mail Shape fields replace the CIN field. Additionally, to allow for multiple redirections and grace periods, the EFFECTIVE START DATE, EFFECITVE END DATE, ACTUAL END DATE and DEFAULT DROP END DATE were added. The NASS Code was requested as an additional facility identifier as well as the last updated date for each record.

	The Mail Class of the mail redirection.  The Mail Class field will also be used to denote if a Package Services subclass is being redirected, such as Package Services – Parcel Select. Also, the characters “–P” (without the quotes) will be used in this field to indicate “Perishable” content. Default Drop Entry Points will always have a Mail Class of ‘DEFLT’

	MAIL SHAPE
	The Mail Shape of the mail redirection. Default Drop Points will always have a Mail Shape of ‘DEFLT’

	EFFECTIVE START DATE
	The date a redirection or default drop entry point becomes active.

	EFFECTIVE END DATE
	The date a redirection is ended. Default drop points will always be open ended or “high date” (i.e., 12/31/2999) since end dates cannot be projected at this time. Default drop entry points with an effective end date in the past will not be included in this file format (since the default drop entry point would no longer be valid).

	ACTUAL DROP END DATE
	The date a facility stops taking mail for a redirection. This date is determined by the EFFECTIVE END DATE plus a “grace period” of 75 days unless otherwise modified by the DEPS Administrator. This field is always NULL for default drop point records since grace periods do not apply to default drop entry points.

	DEFAULT DROP END DATE
	The date the Default facility stops taking mail and when a mail redirection must be adhered to. This date is the redirection EFFECTIVE START DATE plus a “grace period” of 75 days unless otherwise modified by the DEPS Administrator.  This field in only set when a redirection was created from a default facility. This field is always NULL for default drop point records.

	NASS CODE
	A unique identifier for a facility.

	LAST UPDATE DATE
	The last update date for the record
