508 Compliance and notes issue

· Section 508 requires Federal agencies to make their Electronic and Information Technology (EIT) accessible to employees and customers with disabilities.

· Visit http://www.access-board.gov/sec508/guide/act.htm to read the full Rehabilitation Act. 

· Under Section 508, EIT includes information technology and any equipment or interconnected system (or subsystem of equipment), that is used in the creation, conversion, or duplication of data or information, or used in the automatic acquisition, storage, manipulation, management, movement, control, display, switching, interchange, transmission, or reception of data or information. 

· The term EIT includes, but is not limited to: 

· Web sites including those used externally and internally.

· Multimedia products such as on-line video, audio, animations, and simulations.

· Community Web site has over 80,000 errors, including broken links and inaccessible information.

· Anything in the public domain needs to comply, i.e. GForge and Wiki sites.

· Described TBPT and Tools

· Dynamic extensions explored/explained in some detail due to coding fork – caTissue Suite and Core

Questions:

· What is the process of registration of dynamic extensions? Will it be done on an individual, institution or community basis? It appears that individual institutions submit objects to TBPT for vetting prior to going into the caDSR.

· Lively discussion ensued.

· Noted that caLIMS is facing the same issue – it calls for the ability to post your own information and leads to incompatibility. 

· Registration of CDEs is not enough, they need to be put in the model

· There are different user groups of dynamic extensions. There are single institution idiosyncrasies on the one side but also potential dynamic extensions use across multiple institutions with the need to share annotations. There are arguments on both sides for “register all” or have “private objects” 

· IPBS first used the dynamic extensions API to share and script exactly the same across 11 institutions.

· Should dynamic extensions undergo same vetting process? 

· Data model needs to share 

· A fundamental question of caBIG – how to deal with cases where you have specific implementations with common and specific parts. It is too burdensome to standardize it all. 

· Bottleneck is centralized repository to enable sharing. 

· Philosophical question on what to register

· Technical question on how to register and for the grid – how to keep schema up to date

· Procedural question– review and how to get applications versioned and how to monitor compatibility status, etc.

· caTissue Suite 1.0 in pre-review. If there is an app not using dynamic extensions but are taking in data on the fly, how is that being handled? Ie. 

· Affy loaded via an caBIG app? 

· Tissue Microarray status? Is this being done? It has dropped of the radar

· Pathology imaging status?

· Biorepository?

· Common model and vendors map to the common model…IPBS to query across multiple tools or solutions.

· How does common model overlap with the LS DAM?

· Common biorepository model to be simple and not as rich as the LS DAM and should map to it. 

· Do we have a contact with who is doing this work? ACTION ITEM: David…put in touch. Should info rep be in discussion with these people? 

· Brought back a focus one std and existing apps map to it.
