Israel Williams, 1709-1788, of Hatfield, Mass. As a soldier and commander of a Hampshire County regiment, he was responsible for the defense of western Massachusetts during King George's and the French and Indian Wars.
Williams was a selectman in Hatfield, a state legislator, a Hampshire County judge, and a member of the Governor's Council from 1761-1767. He founded Williams College in 1793 by bequest of Ephraim Williams. Williams and John Worthington were the executors of the will.
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
