NCR Example of Contract Clauses for Section 00120

00120 - Supplementary Instructions to Bidders

Part 1. General

1.01 Bid Documents: We request your cooperation in returning the bid documents to GSA within 20 calendar days after bid opening date. 

1.02 Explanation to Bidders: Requests for clarification or interpretation of bid documents must be submitted not less than 10 calendar days prior to date for receipt of bids and in accordance with the requirements of the clause "Explanation to Prospective Bidders" as contained in GSA Form 3501, "Solicitation Provisions (Sealed Bid)". 

Part 2. Small Business Set-Asides and Small Business-Labor Surplus Area Set-Asides: 

This solicitation is not set-aside for small business. However, the procurement is being made under the Small Business Competitiveness Demonstration Program. (See attachment "A" of the GSA Form 3503 "Representations and Certifications".) 

2.01 GSAR 552.219-70 Standard Industrial Classification Code and Small Business Size Standard (Mar 1987) 

The Standard Industrial Classification Code applicable to supplies/services being procured is No. 1542 , and the applicable small business size standard is $17,000,000. 

2.02 Notice to Small Business Firms A program for the purpose of assisting qualified small business concerns in obtaining certain bids, payment, or performance bonds that are other wise not obtainable is available through the Small Business Administration (SBA). For information concerning SBA's surety bond guarantee assistance, contact your SBA District Office. 

2.03 Preference for Labor Surplus Area Concerns 

This acquisition is not a set-aside for labor surplus area (LSA) concerns. However, the offeror's status as such a concern may affect (1) entitlement to award in case of tie offers or (2) offer evaluation in accordance with Buy American Act clause of this solicitation. In order to determine whether the Offeror is entitled to a preference under (1) or (2) above, the offeror must identify, below, the LSA in which the costs to be incurred on account of manufacturing or production (by the Offeror or the first-tier subcontractors) amount to more than 50 percent of the contract price. 

Failure to identify the locations as specified above preclude consideration of the Offeror as an LSA concern. If the offeror is awarded a contract as an LSA concern and would not have otherwise qualified for award, the Offeror shall perform the contract or cause the contract to be performed in accordance with the obligations of an LSA concern. 

Part 3. Bids 

3.01 Base Bid: One lump sum is required. The Base Bid includes providing the 11th Street facade, the 11th Street Plaza, and providing and obtaining approval of all submittals required for Option #1.

Estimated Amount for Unit Price Bids: Bids will be based on number and dimensions of piles indicated from tip to cut off elevations specified. (Note: This is an estimated quantity. Actual quantity may vary).

3.03 Option No.1: An option price is required for the 12th Street facade work as specified in Sections 01010 and 01030. 

3.04 GSAR 552.236-73 Basis of Award Construction Contract (Apr 1985)

The low bidder for purposes of award is the responsible bidder offering the lowest aggregate price for (1) the base bid (consisting of the lump sum bid and any associated unit price bids extended by the applicable number of units shown on the bid form) plus (2) all options designated to be evaluated. The evaluation of options will not obligate the Government to exercise the options. See Standard Form 1441, Solicitation, Offer, and Award and the provision entitled "Contract Award-Sealed Bidding."

A bid may be rejected as nonresponsive if the bid is materially unbalanced as to bid prices. A bid is unbalanced when the bid is based on prices significantly less than cost for some work and significantly overstated for other work.

The Government reserves the right to exercise the option at any time up to August 1, 1992, after Notice to Proceed is given for the base bid contract period. This is a Government prerogative, not a contractual right of the contractor. All bids shall be evaluated on the basis of the same option.

Part 4.Pre-Bid Requirements and Notices

Part 5. Competency of Bidders

5.01 The bidder, or subcontractor whom the bidder will use for performance of the work, shall meet the competency qualifications defined in Section 0900 of this specification. Proof of this competency, as required by section on 00900 of this specification, shall be submitted with the bid. The bid may be rejected if the bidder or the subcontractor has established on former jobs, either Government, municipal, or commercial, a record for unsatisfactory installations, has repeatedly failed to complete contracts awarded to them within the contract time, or otherwise fails to meet the specified competency qualifications.

Part 6. Availability of Reference Documents:

Any other use is prohibited. In addition to the restrictions on disclosure contained in section 27 of the Office of Federal Procurement Policy Act, 41. U.S.C. Sec. 423, for national security reasons, the bidder/contractor shall not further disseminate the drawings and specifications for any purpose beyond that stated in this paragraph. By submission of the bid/offer, the bidder/offeror warrants that no disclosure of the specifications and/or drawings for an unauthorized purpose has occurred.

(b)The contractor shall be responsible for developing procedures relative to handling, storage, reproduction safeguarding, and disposition of the drawings and specifications. These procedures shall be designed to prevent unauthorized disclosure of the information throughout the course of contract performance. 

Part 10 FAR 52.253-1 Computer Generated Forms 

(Jan 1991) 

10.01 (a) Any data required to be submitted on a Standard or Optional Form prescribed by the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) may be submitted on a computer generated version of the form, provided there is no change to the name, content, or sequence of the data elements on the form, and provided the form carries the Standard or Optional Form number and edition date.

Section 00900 - Competency of Bidder Clause

Part I - General

1.1 Description of Requirements:

The type of requirements specified in this section relate to the determination of competency for the General Contractor, and the four types of specialty work associated with this contract listed below: 

04405 - Dimension Stone: Fabrication and installation of stone masonry. 

07315 - Slate Shingles: Fabrication and installation of Slate Roofing. 

07320 - Roofing Tiles: Fabrication and installation of Tile Roofing. 

07600 - Flashing and Sheet Metal: Fabrication and installation of exposed sheet metal ornament. 

All informational requirements related to this competency clause shall be recorded on the Technical Qualifications Data forms A through D, and required photographs shall be attached.

Information shall be provided to the Contracting Officer as part of the formal bid. Submit the required forms in a separate envelope from the price proposal and insert both envelopes in one larger envelope so that the two do not get separated in transmittal.

1.2 Instructions for Filing Technical Qualifications Data Forms: competency of Bidder Clause

The bidder or the subcontractor(s) whom the bidder will use for performance of the four specialty categories outlined under 1.01 A. shall meet the competency qualifications defined hereafter on the forms provided in this section of the specification. The bidder and each specialty subcontractor (as defined in 1.01 A) must comply with the requirements specified in the Technical Qualifications Data, Forms A through D. 

Proof of this competency, as required by Division One of this specification, shall be submitted at the time of submission of bids to the Government. The bid may be rejected if the bidder or subcontractor(s) has established on former jobs, either Government, municipal, or commercial, a record for unsatisfactory installations, has repeatedly failed to complete contracts awarded to them within the contract time, or otherwise fails to meet the specified competency qualifications. 

Specific guidelines for each form follows. Provide original signatures on all copies of Form D. 

Form A:

Fill out firm name, address, telephone number, date, authorized official, title, and corresponding telephone number. Authorized official must have the authority to negotiate and contractually bind your company. 

Provide information regarding your plant and equipment that pertains to your ability to perform the work. 

Describe your firm's experience - include number of years in restoration construction and specific accomplishments of the firm. 

Describe in your own words how you will proceed through the contract requirement to perform the work applicable to your firm. 

Form B:

Select three projects that your firm has completed commendably in the past four years which are similar in size and complexity to your own work in this contract and have been performed on properties on the National Register of Historic Places. 

Fill out project name, completed date, location, description of the photo views, and a thorough description of the work shown, explaining the materials and methods used to accomplish job illustrated. 

Fill out client's name, client's address, contact person for the client, his/her title, and telephone number. 

Close-up color photographs (Polaroids will suffice) shall accompany each project to indicate result of the firm's work. Use judgment regarding the distance from the detailing which you wish to demonstrate. Coordinate the written data with the photographs submitted. 

If photographs are not illustrative, this competency clause will be considered incomplete and the bid may be rejected as nonresponsible.

Form C:

Fill in the names, training (state formal academic training and on-the-job training), experience record (special commendations, unusual projects involved with), years with your firm, total years performing this specialty work, and a list of previous projects and dates they have worked on for your firm which were performed on projects of similar size and complexity to this project. 

Indicate if each individual has worked on any of the three projects you are submitting to establish the firm's competency. List all individuals who might be employed under this contract. No other individuals will be allowed to work on this site. Only individuals reviewed under this competency clause may perform under this contract. If additional individuals are added after award of the contract, their credentials must be approved by the Contracting Officer prior to their starting work.

Form D:

Fill out one form for each of the firms performing the three specialty categories of work. Provide original signatures for all copies. Notarize each signature. 

1.3 Method of Evaluation of Technical Qualifications:

Purpose: To determine that the lower bidder is technically qualified to perform work which will serve the best interest of the Government. 

An evaluation panel, consisting of professionals, will be convened by the Government to review and rate all technical data requested of the bidders, immediately after bid opening.
