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COMMENTS INVITED ON INTERMEDIA COMMUNICATIONS, INC. APPLICATION TO DISCONTINUE DOMESTIC TELECOMMUNICATIONS  SERVICES

Section 214 Application

Applicant: Intermedia Communications, Inc.



On May 31, 2002, Intermedia Communications, Inc. (Intermedia or Applicant), located at 5055 North Point Parkway, Alpharetta, Georgia  30022 filed an application with the Federal Communications Commission (FCC or Commission), requesting authority under section 214(a) of the Communications Act of 1934, as amended,
 to discontinue Intermedia One a domestic telecommunications services offered by Intermedia.


The application indicates that Intermedia is a subsidiary of WorldCom, Inc. requesting authority to discontinue the provision of Intermedia One services that are currently provided via Intermedia’s Shreveport, Louisiana switch to 14 business customers in the cities of Shreveport and Baton Rouge, Louisiana.  Intermedia One is a switched bundled service offering that includes local and long-distance voice, data, and for some customers, Internet access and unified messaging.  With respect to the services to be discontinued, Intermedia is considered a non-dominant subsidiary of WorldCom, Inc., a non-dominant competitive local exchange carrier.


The application states that a recent review of the Intermedia One offering revealed that the offering is unprofitable, and that there is no reasonable pathway of profitability given the current and projected base of customers.  As a result, Intermedia requests authority to decommission its Shreveport, Louisiana switch in order to avoid the costs associated with so limited an offering.  According to Intermedia, substitute services are available from other competitive carriers as well as for incumbent local exchange carriers that offer local exchange services at competitive rates and under reasonable terms and conditions.  Intermedia states that the public convenience and necessity will not be adversely affected by the discontinuance of Intermedia One service in the two cities served by this switch.


The application indicates that customers have been sent notification of intent to discontinue service, a copy of which attached to the application.  Intermedia does not intend to sell its customer list to any particular local service provider, but will allow customers to select a new service provider of their own preference.  Intermedia will also provide customers with a toll-free customer assistance number for purposes of addressing any questions or concerns that may arise during the withdrawal transition period.


In accordance with 47 C.F.R. § 63.71(c), the application will be deemed to be automatically granted on the thirty-first (31st) day after the release date of this notice, unless the Commission has notified Applicant that the grant will not be automatically effective. The Commission will normally authorize proposed discontinuances of service unless it is shown that customers or other end users would be unable to receive service or a reasonable substitute from another carrier, or that the public convenience and necessity would be otherwise adversely affected.


This proceeding is considered a “permit but disclose” proceeding for purposes of the Commission's ex parte rules.
  Pursuant to Sections 1.415 and 1.419 of the Commission's rules,
 interested parties may file comments on or before August 6, 2002.  Such comments should refer to Comp. Pol. File No. 591.  Comments should include specific information about the impact of this proposed discontinuance on the commenter, including any inability to acquire reasonable substitute service.
