Assignment of Licenses






Dear Counsel:

The staff has under consideration: (1) the above captioned applications proposing to assign the licenses of stations WGNI(FM), Wilmington, NC, WQSM(FM) and WFNC(AM), Fayetteville, NC from Cape Fear Broadcasting Company and WMNX(FM), Wilmington, NC, WFNC-FM, Lumberton, NC and WRCQ(FM), Dunn, NC from C.F. Radio, Inc.
 to Cumulus Licensing Corp. (“Cumulus”); (2) a petition to deny the assignment of  WGNI(FM) and WMNX(FM) filed by Ocean Broadcasting, L.L.C. (“Ocean”);
 (3) responsive pleadings; and (4) Ocean’s January 24, 2001 request to withdraw its petition.  Ocean also submitted an affidavit certifying, pursuant to 47 C.F.R. §73.3588(a), that neither the petitioner or the principals has received or will receive any money or other consideration for that withdrawal of the Petition to Deny.

We grant Ocean’s request to withdraw its petition and, after reviewing the merits of the petition, find no substantial and material question of fact that would warrant further inquiry.  In addition, we have reviewed the assignment applications and find Cumulus to be otherwise fully qualified as a Commission licensee and that grant of the applications is consistent with the public interest.  

            
Accordingly, IT IS ORDERED, That, the petition to deny filed by Ocean Broadcasting, L.L.C. IS DISMISSED and the applications to assign the licenses of stations WGNI(FM), Wilmington, NC, WQSM(FM), Fayetteville, NC, and WFNC(AM), Fayetteville, NC from Cape Fear Broadcasting Company (File Nos. BAL/BALH-19991005AAT-AAV) and WMNX(FM), Wilmington, NC, WFNC-FM, Lumberton, NC, and WRCQ(FM), Dunn, NC from C.F. Radio, Inc. (File Nos. BALH-19991005AAW-AAY) to Cumulus Licensing Corp., ARE GRANTED.
