Have these states 

specifically told you that their resources would be strained if you 

required general Title V permits for these area sources?  Please be 

very clear in responding to the public on this point, as obviously 

there is a huge diffrence in permitting agency resources depending on 

sources being issued general or full Title V permits.

Much less resource-strain, added to the great toxicity of the HAPs 

emmitted by these particular sources, makes your logic in permanently 

exempting them shaky.  A key determinant would be the accuracy and 

precision of compliance monitoring and records.
