During the Contractors work, if the work scope of the construction is increased, the Contractor shall review any additional areas requiring work with the COR to ensure no asbestos containing materials are present. If, during the execution of the work, materials thought to possibly contain asbestos are noted by the Contractor, he shall immediately stop the work, and notify the COR.  During an episode of this nature, the Contractor shall remove his workers from the area, and cordon off the area to the greatest extent feasible.  

No entry into the work area shall be permitted until cleared by the COR. Failure of the Contractor to abide by this section shall place all costs for asbestos remediation upon the Contractor.  The Contractor shall additionally be liable for any personal injuries that may arise from his actions involving the release of asbestos materials.

1.2 SUBMITTALS

1.3 QUALITY ASSURANCE

A. Fire-Resistance Ratings: Provide gypsum drywall construction fire-resistance ratings indicated, conforming to assemblies tested per ASTM E 119. Provide manufacturer’s test data that products achieve the required UL fire ratings. All rated assemblies must be constructed in strict compliance with the indicated rated assemblies.

1.4 DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING

A. Deliver gypsum board and accessories to the site in the manufacturer’s original unopened containers, bundles or rolls bearing the manufacturer’s name and brand designation.

A. ASTM C 1047 and ASTM C 840: Manufacturer’s standard trim accessories, including cornerbead and edge trim of beaded type with face flanges for concealment in joint compound except where semi-finishing or exposed type is indicated.

1. Provide corner bead formed from zinc alloy.

2. Provide one-piece control joints with 6mm wide by 10mm deep vee-shaped slot, covered with removable tape, of roll-formed zinc or extruded vinyl as recommended by gypsum board manufacturer.

2.6 GYPSUM BOARD JOINT TREATMENT MATERIALS

A. ASTM C 475 and ASTM C 840, and as follows:

1. Joint Tape: Paper reinforcing tape, unless otherwise indicated.

a. Use open-weave glass fiber tape where recommended by gypsum board manufacturer with use of setting-type joint compound.

2. Setting-Type Joint Compound: Factory-prepackaged, job-mixed chemical-hardening powder products formulated for uses indicated.

3. Drying-Type Joint Compounds: Factory-prepackaged vinyl-based products complying with the following requirements:

a. Ready-Mix Formulation: Factory-premixed.

b. Job-Mixed Formulation: Powder product, mixed with water at Project Site.

c. Taping compound formulated for embedding rape and first coat over fasteners and flanges of corner beads and edge trim.

d. Topping compound formulated for fill (2nd) and finish (3rd) coats.

e. All-purpose compound formulated for use as both taping and toping compound.

PART 3 – EXECUTION

3.1 INSRALLATION

A. Install steel framing to comply with ASTM C 754and ASTM C 840.

B. Do not bridge building expansion joints with support systems, frame both sides of joints with fuming and other supports as indicated.

C. Secure hangers to structural support by connecting directly to structure where possible, otherwise connect to inserts, clips other anchorage devices or fasteners as indicated.

D. Provide rigid fuming members 400m o.c., unless otherwise indicated.

E. Install steel studs with bottom and top runner tracks anchored to substrates. Isolate system from building structure to prevent transfer of loading and deflections into metal support system, both vertically and horizontally.

F. Frame door and other openings with studs and runners and gage, number and arrangement to comply with manufacturer’s recommendations for size of opening, weight of doors and height and stud size, unless otherwise indicated.

G. Install supplementary framing, runners, fuming, blocking and bracing at openings and terminations in gypsum drywall and where required for support of other work which cannot be adequately supported on gypsum board alone.

3.2　APPLICATION AND FINISHING OF GYPSUM BOARD. GENERAL

A. Install and finish gypsum board to comply with ASTM C 840 and as follows;

1. Isolate drywall construction from abutting structural and masonry work; provide edge trim and acoustical sealant as recommended by manufacturer.

2. Install gypsum backing board where work is indicated to receive adhesively applied acoustical tile.

3. Screw gypsum board to metal supports.

4. Screw both layers to supports where double-layer work is indicated or otherwise required.

5. Drywall Finishing: Apply joint tape and joint compound at joints between gypsum boards. Apply compounds indicated below at accessory flanges, penetrations, fastener heads and surface defects.

a. Install compound in 3 coats (plus prefill of cracks where recommended by manufacturer); sand between coats and after last coat.

1) Embedding and First Coat Ready-mix drying type all-purpose of taping compound.

2) Fill (Second) Coat Ready-mix drying type all-purpose or topping compound.

3) Fill (Third) Coat Ready-mix drying-type all-purpose or topping compound.

3.3 METAL TRIM

A. Attach comer and edge trim and control joints with screws or nails spaced not more than 9 inches on center.

1. Install the gypsum board metal comer trim where indicated and at vertical and horizontal external comers and angles.

2. Install metal edge trim where indicate, at junctions of gypsum board and structural elements, where gypsum board abuts walls or ceilings of other materials, and where there are exposed edges.

3. Provide control joints where indicated on the drawings and where:

a. Necessary to ensure that unbroken wall surfaces are limited to 9m in length and unbroken ceiling surfaces are limited to 230sq. m or 15m in either direction.

b. Wings of “L”, ”U”, or ”T”-shaped ceiling areas are jointed.

c. Expansion or control joints occur in exterior walls.   END OF SECTION

b. Aluminum Moldings: Two pieces of each type at least 300 mm (12inches) long.

c. Special Treatment Materials: Two samples showing system and installation method.

SD-19 Operation and Maintenance Manuals

Carpet and Accessories; FIO

Three copies of carpet manufacturer's maintenance instructions describing recommended type of cleaning equipment and material, spotting and cleaning methods, and cleaning cycles.

1.3 REGULATORY REQUIREMENTS

Carpet and adhesives shall bear the Carpet and Rug Institute (CRI) Indoor Air Quality (IAQ) label. Carpet type bearing the label will indicate that the carpet has been tested and meets the criteria of the CRI IAQ Carpet

Testing Program, and minimizes the impact on indoor air quality.

1.4 DELIVERY AND STORAGE

Materials shall be delivered to the site in the manufacturer's original wrappings and packages clearly labeled with the manufacturer's name, brand name, size, dye lot number, and related information. Materials shall be

stored in a clean, dry, well ventilated area, protected from damage and soiling, and shall be maintained at a temperature above 16 degrees C (60 degrees F) for 2 days prior to installation.

1.5 ENVIRONMENTAL REQUIREMENTS

Areas in which carpeting is to be installed shall be maintained at a temperature above 16 degrees C (60 degrees F) for 2 days before installation, during installation, and for 2 days after installation. A minimum temperature of 13 degrees C (55 degrees F) shall be maintained thereafter for the duration of the contract. Traffic or movement of furniture or equipment in carpeted area shall not be permitted for 24 hours after installation. Other work which would damage the carpet shall be completed prior to installation of carpet.

1.6 WARRANTY

Manufacturer's standard performance guarantees or warranties that extend beyond a one-year period shall be provided.

1.7 EXTRA MATERIAL

Extra material from same dye lot consisting of full width continuous broadloom and uncut carpet tiles shall be provided for future maintenance. A minimum of 5 percent of total square meters (square yards) of each carpet type, pattern, and color shall be provided.

PART 2 PRODUCTS

2.1 CARPET TILE

Carpet shall be first quality; free of visual blemishes, streaks, poorly dyed areas, fuzzing of pile yarn, spots or stains, and other physical and manufacturing defects. Carpet materials and treatments shall be reasonably

nonallergenic and free of other recognized health hazards. All grade carpets shall have a static control construction which gives adequate durability and performance.

2.5 COLOR, TEXTURE, AND PATTERN

Color, texture, and pattern shall be in accordance with Color and Material Selections by COR.

PART 3 EXECUTION

3.1 SURFACE PREPARATION

Carpet shall not be installed on surfaces that are unsuitable and will prevent a proper installation. Holes, cracks, depressions, or rough areas shall be repaired using material recommended by the carpet or adhesive manufacturer. Floor shall be free of any foreign materials and swept broom clean. Before beginning work, subfloor shall be tested with glue and carpet to determine "open time" and bond.

3.2 PREPARATION OF CONCRETE SUBFLOOR

Installation of the carpeting shall not commence until new concrete substrate is at least 90 days old. The concrete surfaces shall be prepared in accordance with instructions of the carpet manufacturer. Type of

concrete sealer, when required, shall be compatible with the carpet.

3.3 INSTALLATION

Installation shall be in accordance with the manufacturer's instructions and CRI 104. Edges of carpet meeting hard surface flooring shall be protected with molding. Installation shall be in accordance with the

molding manufacturer's instructions.

3.4 CLEANING AND PROTECTION

3.4.1 Cleaning

After installation of the carpet, debris, scraps, and other foreign matter shall be removed. Soiled spots and adhesive shall be removed from the face of the carpet with appropriate spot remover. Protruding face yarn shall be cut off and removed. Carpet shall be vacuumed clean.

3.4.2 Protection

The installed carpet shall be protected from soiling and damage with heavy,reinforced, nonstaining kraft paper, plywood, or hardboard sheets. Edges of kraft paper protection shall be lapped and secured to provide a

continuous cover. Traffic shall be restricted for at least 45 hours.

Protective covering shall be removed when directed by the Contracting Officer.

3.6 REMNANTS

Remnants remaining from the installation, 10 pieces (600x600)total, shall be provided.

PAINTING

PART 1 - GENERAL

 1. DESCRIPTI0N OF WORK

A. Section includes: Painting and finishing of all interior and exterior items and surfaces, unless otherwise indicated or listed under exclusions below:

1. Paint all exposed surfaces, except as otherwise indicated, whether or not colors a designated.

2. Include field painting of exterior and interior plumbing, mechanical and electrical exposed to public view or weather, except as indicated below.

3. Paint existing surfaces where indicated on the specification and drawings.

B. Work Included:

The intent and requirements of the Section is that all work, items and surfaces which are normally painted and finished in a building of this type and quality, shall be so included in this contract, whether or not said work, item or surface is specifically called out and included in the schedules and notes on the drawings, or is, or is not, specifically mentioned in these specifications.

1.2 SUBMITTALS

A. Product Data: Submit complete manufacturer's descriptive literature and specifications in accordance with the provisions of Division 1.

1. Materials List Submit complete list of materials proposed for use, giving the manufacturer's name, catalog number, and catalog cut for each item when applicable. 

B. Manufacturer's Instructions: Submit the manufacturer's current recommended methods of installation, including relevant limitations, safety and environmental cautions, application rates, and composition analysis.

1.3 QUALITY ASSURANCE

A. Field Sample: When and as directed by the Contracting Officer, apply one complete coating system for each color, gloss and texture required. When approved, the sample panel areas will be deemed incorporated into the Work and will serve as the standards by which the subsequent Work of this Section will be judged.

1.4 PROJECT CONDITI0NS

A. Do not apply exterior materials during fog, rain or mist, or when inclement weather is expected within the dry time specified by the manufacturer. No exterior or interior painting shall be done until the surfaces are thoroughly dry and cured. Do not apply paint when temperature is below 10℃ Avoid painting surfaces when exposed to direct sunlight.

PART 2 – PRODUCTS

2.1 MANUFACTURERS

A. Manufacturer's catalog names and number of paint types in this Section herein are based on               products of Korea Mfg, Kunsul hwahak Mfg., Kumkang Mfg. and are the standards of quality against which the Contracting Officer will judge equivalency.

2.2 MATERIALS

A. Paints: Provide Ready-Mixed, except field catalyzed coatings. Pigments shall be full ground          maintaining soft paste consistency, capable of being readily and uniformly dispersed to          complete homogeneous mixture. Paints shall have good flowing and brushing properties and be capable of drying or curing free of streaks and sags.

B. Accessory Materials: Linseed oil, shellac, solvents, and other materials not specified but required to achieve required finishes shall be of high quality and approved by manufacturer.

C. Colors shall be selected from color chip samples provided by manufacturer of paint system          approved for use. Match approved samples for color, texture and coverage.

2.4 MIXES

A. Mix, prepare, and store painting and finishing materials in accordance with manufacturer's directions.

PART 3 – EXECUTION

3.1 EXAMINATI0N

A. Examine surfaces to be painted before beginning painting work. Work with other trades that has been left or installed in a condition not suitable to receive paint, stain, other specified finish shall be repaired or corrected by the applicable tree before painting. Painting of defective or unsuitable surface implies acceptance of the surfaces.

B. Beware of a condition known as “critical lighting’, This condition causes shadows that accentuate even the slightest surface variation. A pigmented sealer will provide tooth for succeeding decorative coating, but “does not” equalize smoothness or surface texture. Any corrective active of the drywall must be done by the drywall contractor prior to decoration

3.2 PROTECTION

A. Protect previously installed work and materials which may be affected by Work of this Section.                                 

1. Protect prefinished surfaces and adjacent sufaces against paint and damage.

2. Furnish sufficient drop cloths, shields, and protective equipment to prevent spray or                                          splatter from fouling surfaces not being painted.

3. Protect surfaces, equipment and fixtures from damage resulting from use of fixed, movab1e and hanging scaffolding, planking, and staging.

B. Provide "WET PAINT" signs, barricades, and other devices required to protect newly finished                                surfaces. Remove temporary protective wrappings provided by others for protection of their                                work after completion of painting operations.

3.3 PREPARATION

A. Perform preparation and cleaning procedures in strict accordance with costing instructions for each substrate condition.

B. Concrete and masonry surfaces shall be dry, clean, and free of dirt efflorescence, encrustations, and other foreign matter. Glazed surfaces on concrete shall be roughened or           etched to uniform texture.

C. New or existing ferrous metal shall be cleaned of oil, grease, and foreign matter with solvent.          Prime within 3 hours after preparation.

D. Sand and scrape metal to remove loose primer and rust.

E. Galvanized meta1 shall be solvent cleaned with lacquer thinner and then retreated with an               etching-type solution if recommended by the finish manufacturer. Cleaned and retreated               galvanized metal shall be primed the same day that cleaning has been performed.

F. Remove dust, grit and foreign matter from wood surfaces. Sand surfaces and dust clean. Spot coat knots, pitch streaks, and sappy section with pigmented stain sealer when surfaces are to be painted. Fill nail holes, cracks and other defects after priming and spot prime repairs when fully cured.

G. Remove hardware and accessories, machined surfaces, plates, lighting fixtures and similar items in place and not-to-be-finish painted, or provide surface-applied protection protection. Reinstall removed items upon completion of work in each all.

H. Existing surfaces to be recoated shall be thoroughly cleaned and de glossed by sanding or other means prior to painting. Patched and bare areas shall be spot primed with same primer as specified for new work.

I. Thoroughly backpaint all surfaces of exterior and interior finish lumber and millwork, including doors and window frames, trim, cabinet work, etc., that will be concealed after installation 

J. Bar and covered pipes, ducts, hangers, exposed steel and iron work, and primed metal                surfaces of equipment installed under mechanical and electrical work shall be cleaned prior to                priming.

K. Preparation of other surfaces shall be performed following specific recommendations of the               coatings manufacturer.

L. Bond breakers and curing agents must be removed and the surface cleaned before primers, sealers or finish paints can be applied.

M. All drywall surfaces must be completely dry and dust free from decorating. Skim coated              drywall must be sealed with an alkyd based sealer. Textured and non-textured drywall surfaces can be sealed with a waterborne sealer provided they are completely dry and dust free. Otherwise an alkyd based sealer should be used.

3.4 APPLICATION

A. Apply painting and finishing materials in accordance with the manufacturer’s submittals, as approved. Use applicators and techniques best suited for the material and surfaces to which applied.

1. Two coats of paint is the minimum that shall be applied. Apply additional coats when undercoats, stains or other conditions show through final paint coat, until paint film is of uniform finish, color and appearance.

2. All undercoat shall be tinted slightly to approximate the color of the color of the finish coat.

B. Apply each material at not less than the manufacturer’s recommended spreading rate:

1. Provide a total dry film thickness of not less than 1.2 mils for each required coat.

C. Apply prime coat to material which is required to be painted or finished.

D. Finish exterior doors on tops, bottoms, and edges same as exterior faces, after fitting.

E. Sand lightly and dust clean between succeeding coat.

3.5 CLEANING, TOUCH-UP AND REFINISHING

A. Carefully remove masking paper and tape, all spatterings, spots and blemishes caused by work under this section from surfaces throughout the project.

B. Upon completion of painting work remove all rubbish, paint cans, and accumulated materials resulting from work in each space or room. All areas shall be left in a clean, orderly condition.

C. Runs, sags, misses, holidays, stains and other defects in the painted surfaces, including inadequate coverage and mil thickness shall be satisfactorily touched up, or refinished, or repainted as necessary.

3.6 FINISH SCHEDULE

A. Apply the following finishes to the surfaces specified and/or as on the finish schedule on the Drawings. Apply all materials in accord with manufacturer’s instructions on properly prepared surfaces and foundation coats.

1. Contracting Officer will issue a color schedule prior to start of painting to designate the various colors and locations required for the work.

PACKAGING AND MARKING

Mark materials delivered to the site as follows:

D. INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE

The COR, or his/her authorized representatives, will inspect from time to time the services being performed and the supplies furnished to determine whether work is being performed in a satisfactory manner, and that all supplies are of acceptable quality and standards.

The Contractor shall be responsible for any countermeasures or corrective action, within the scope of this contract, which may be required by the Contracting Officer as a result of such inspection.

Substantial Completion:  Definitions

(a) "Substantial Completion" means the stage in the progress of the work as determined and certified by the Contracting Officer in writing to the Contractor, on which the work (or a portion designated by the Government) is sufficiently complete and satisfactory.  Substantial completion means that the property may be occupied or used for the purpose for which it is intended, and only minor items such as touch-up, adjustments, and minor replacements or installations remain to be completed or corrected which:

(1) do not interfere with the intended occupancy or utilization of the work, and 

(2) can be completed or corrected within the time period required for final completion.

(b) The "date of substantial completion" means the date determined by the Contracting Officer or authorized Government representative as of which substantial completion of the work has been achieved.

Use and Possession upon Substantial Completion

The Government shall have the right to take possession of and use the work upon substantial completion.  Upon notice by the Contractor that the work is substantially complete (a Request for Substantial Completion) and an inspection by the Contracting Officer or an authorized Government representative (including any required tests), the Contracting Officer shall furnish the Contractor a Certificate of Substantial Completion.  The certificate will be accompanied by a Schedule of Defects listing items of work remaining to be performed, completed or corrected before final completion and acceptance.  Failure of the Contracting Officer to list any item of work shall not relieve the Contractor of responsibility for complying with the terms of the contract.  The Government's possession or use upon substantial completion shall not be deemed an acceptance of any work under the contract.

Final Completion and Acceptance:  Definitions


(a) "Final completion and acceptance" means the stage in the progress of the work as determined by the Contracting Officer and confirmed in writing to the Contractor, at which all work required under the contract has been completed in a satisfactory manner, subject to the discovery of defects after final completion, and except for items specifically excluded in the notice of final acceptance.


(b) The "date of final completion and acceptance" means the date determined by the Contracting Officer when final completion of the work has been achieved, as indicated by written notice to the Contractor.

Final Inspection and Tests


The Contractor shall give the Contracting Officer at least five (5) days advance written notice of the date when the work will be fully completed and ready for final inspection and tests.  Final inspection and tests will be started not later than the date specified in the notice unless the Contracting Officer determines that the work is not ready for final inspection and so informs the Contractor.

Final Acceptance

If the Contracting Officer is satisfied that the work under the contract is complete (with the exception of continuing obligations), the Contracting Officer shall issue to the Contractor a notice of final acceptance and make final payment upon:

-Satisfactory completion of all required tests, 

-a final inspection that all items by the Contracting Officer listed in the Schedule of Defects have been completed or corrected and that the work is finally complete (subject to the discovery of defects after final completion), and 

-submittal by the Contractor of all documents and other items required upon completion of the work, including a final request for payment (Request for Final Acceptance). 

E - DELIVERIES OR PERFORMANCE

52.211-10  COMMENCEMENT, PROSECUTION, AND COMPLETION OF WORK

The Contractor shall be required to:

(a) commence work under this contract within 15 calendar days after the date the Contractor receives the award,

Only the Contracting Officer may make revisions to the approved time schedule.

Notice to Proceed
