A2.
Yes.

Q3.  Can signal processing be done off-line or does it need to be done in real time?

A3.
Real time and post-processing are required.
Q4.  What format are you looking to store data?  Text, binary, or ASCII?

A4.
At least binary and ASCII.

Q5.  What is the meaning of an integral user interface? Please give an example of a non integral UI. 
A5.
An integral user interface means the displays for monitoring the time history and processed data are an integral part of the host computer.  An example of a non-integral user interface: the data system acquisition hardware is separate from the GUI computer.

Q6.  What is meaning of system checkout? How will the system be validated? 

A6.
System checkout is the process of verifying that the delivered hardware and software perform to the specifications.  The system will be checked out using signal generators.

Q7.
Will monitoring need any analog or digital outputs on DAQ board, say for control purpose?  

A7.
No.

Is it expected that each channel should be configurable for different signal inputs (on the fly?) without resetting the DAQ board? Normally during any given test run, a channel is dedicated for one type of input signal. Please explain.

Do all of the required Real-time Interactive plots need to run at the same time?

No, the user shall select the ones to run and only needs to interact with one interactive plot at a time.
