I.  SPECIAL NOTICE  



WASHINGTON - SOUTHWEST OF NEAH BAY - Underwater Operations -

Underwater operations will be conducted within a 5 nautical mile radius of position 48²06'N 125²31'W from 0001 local 15 March through 0001 local 11 April 1996.  These underwater operations will be hazardous to fishing and trawling operations.  Mariners are requested to stay clear of this area.



WASHINGTON - SOUTHWEST OF NEAH BAY - Underwater Operations -

Underwater operations will be conducted within a 5 nautical mile radius of position 48²02'N 125²35'W from 0001 local 04 April through 0001 local 01 May 1996.  These underwater operations will be hazardous to fishing and trawling operations.  Mariners are requested to stay clear of this area.



WASHINGTON - LAKE WASHINGTON SHIP CANAL - LAKE WASHINGTON - Enforcement of No Anchoring Ordinance -

The Seattle Police Harbor Patrol will strictly enforce the ordinance prohibiting anchoring in any waters within Seattle's jurisdiction.  The past practice of allowing pleasure boats to anchor in Andrews Bay in Lake Washington will no longer be allowed.  A citizens group has been formed to investigate the concerns and formulate a new ordinance.  Citizens wishing to express their opinions or join the group should address a letter to the Harbor Advisory Council in care of the SPD Harbor Patrol Unit at 1717 North Northlake Place, Seattle, Washington 98103.  Letters will be forwarded to the group working on a new ordinance.

USA - U.S. COAST GUARD AUXILIARY - Pyrotechnics Training -

The Coast Guard has recently changed its policy concerning Coast Guard Auxiliary use of expired and unexpended pyrotechnics for training:  Auxiliarists may use for training, expired U.S. Coast Guard approved flares and pyrotechnics.  These pyrotechnics are authorized for training use only during the five (5) year period following their expiration date.  It is important to note that the Coast Guard Auxiliary has never been required to accept expired and unexpended pyrotechnics.  However, as a service to the mariner and for their training use, Auxiliary Flotillas may again collect the flares on a case by case basis.  In the event that the mariner is unable to locate a Coast Guard Auxiliarist willing to collect expired marine flares for their training use, the Coast Guard suggests contacting your local police, state patrol, sheriff or fire departments for assistance in the disposal of pyrotechnics on which the expiration date has passed.



OREGON - WILLAMETTE RIVER - Bridge Information - 

The drawspan of the Broadway Bridge at river mile 11.7 need not open for the passage of vessels from 0745 local to 0930 local 14 April 1996.

WASHINGTON - PUGET SOUND - Geoduck Harvesting -

Geoduck harvesting will commence 01 May 1996 from the entrance of Port Ludlow at Tala Point south to point Hannon, just north of the Hood Canal Bridge.  This operation will take place daily from 0900 local till 1600 local Monday thru Friday, excluding State holidays.  This operation terminates on 31 July 1996.  A Department of Natural Resources' patrol boat will be on site daily.  If you have any questions or concerns, the crew can be reached on   VHF-FM 8.  The five harvest vessels will be flying a code ALPHA and the red and white sport dive flag.  Vessels transiting the area are requested to stay at least 300 feet clear of the vessels for the diver's safety.



WASHINGTON - COLUMBIA RIVER - MARKED HAZARD TO NAVIGATION - 

A partially submerged barge at river mile 208.1 on the Washington side of the river has been marked with a lighted buoy showing a quick flashing yellow light.  The barge is in approximate position 45²45.5'N 120²50.1'W.  Mariners are urged to transit the area with caution.

WASHINGTON - HOOD CANAL - Temporary Placement of a Barge -

The U.S. Navy will be deploying four lighted mooring buoys no earlier than 18 March 1996 and removing them no earlier than  01 April 1996.  These mooring buoys will be displaying a quick flashing white light.  A barge will be placed in position centered on 47²46.5'N 122²42.9'W.  A steady white light will be displayed at night and a divers flag will be hoisted during operations.  Mariners are requested to stay clear of this area.

This closure is for installation of a strobe light on the saltwater barrier.  The Small locks will remain operational during these periods.
