However, due to the Age 60 Rule set forth in 14 CFR 121.383 (c), I will be forced out of my job on November 11, 2007, my 60th birthday.  I am requesting an Age 60 Rule exemption to pilot aircraft in commercial air transport operations. 
Approval of this request for an age 60 rule exemption would:
· Align the United States with the rest of the world and allow me to fly inside and outside my own country as foreign airline pilots over the age of 60 are allowed to do.  I satisfy the same criteria, have an FAA approved license and medical certificate while they do not, and my check ride and training data are documented and on file with you while theirs are not.
· Relieve the burden of involuntary retirement on me and my family.

· Address safety by keeping my experience in the cockpit and mitigating the pilot shortage.
· Address the issue of age discrimination as described by the EEOC.
· Treat me fairly as a military veteran. 
· And enhance government cash flow through a decrease in PBGC and Social Security payments, while keeping me in the cockpit and earning taxes.
