On October 25, 2007, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) received a revision to the Maryland State Implementation Plan (SIP) from the Maryland Department of the Environment concerning the establishment of Reasonably Available Control Technology (RACT) requirements for marine vessel or barge loading.
