This important Children’s Health event will provide direct services to the public in the form of education, testing and treatment pathways and will also explore the dangers of lead exposure and lead-poisoning around the home and provide information on prevention.

Lead Poisoning is the number one environmental health threat to children in the United States.  In the City of Philadelphia more than 1400 new cases of lead poisoning among children were discovered last year alone.  Effects on children include damage to the brain and nervous system, behavior and learning disabilities, slowed growth, seizures and sometimes death.  Adults exposed to lead can suffer from high blood pressure, reproductive and neurological disorders, pain and death.
