BACKGROUND:

TBT-02-018 provided information on the unique identifier number assigned to the declaration of compliance that will be required for CBTPA brassiere provision claims.   TBT-02-035 provided implementing instructions for ATPDEA.  In addition Federal Register Notice (68 FR 67344) dated December 1, 2003, provided information on the ATPDEA brassiere provision.  These notices provide information and instructions regarding those provisions within the Caribbean Basin Trade Partnership Act (CBTPA) and the Andean Trade Promotion and Drug Eradication Act (ATPDEA) that establish standards for preferential treatment for brassieres imported from CBTPA and ATPDEA beneficiary countries.  Further instructions are provided in 19 CFR 10.228 for CBTPA and 19 CFR 10.248 for ATPDEA.

The identifier number that is required for the CBTPA and ATPDEA brassiere claims will be reported in block 34 of the CF7501 (visa field.)  The identifier number consists of nine characters, the first character being numeric representing the fiscal year in which the claims can be made (i.e. “3” for October 1, 2002 to September 30, 2003), then two alphas “CB” indicating the Caribbean Basin, and “AN” for the Andean Region, then a six digit serial number starting with a “1” for a producer and “2” for a entity controlling production.  Importers must submit this number on the entry summary when preference is being claimed.
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Because programming has not been completed for the ATPDEA brassiere provision, the filer will write the identifier number in block 34 of the CF7501 (visa field).  An administrative notice will be issued to the trade community when programming is completed and the identifier number can be transmitted electronically.

It is recommended that the producer or the entity controlling production file the declaration of compliance with Customs and Border Protection at least 10 calendar days prior to the date of the first shipment of brassieres to the United States.

ACTION:

This notice is to remind the trade community that the declaration of compliance is a requirement to obtain preferential tariff treatment for claims under the CBTPA and ATPDEA brassiere provision, and is due on October 1, 2004.  The declaration of compliance is good for a 12-month period.  This means a 12-month period beginning on October 1 and ending on September 30.  After the 12-month period is complete a renewal is required for the following year.
