Thank you for this opportunity to comment on the proposed ICR.  The City of Columbus, Division of Water currently operates three drinking water treatment plants with an average annual water production of 53.3 billion gallons.  Our water plant’s treatment residuals are already regulated by the Ohio EPA through six active NPDES permits.  The state of Ohio NPDES program adequately manages residual streams throughout the state; therefore, it is not necessary for Ohio utilities to be encumbered by additional or repetitive regulations.   Adding regulations of this type will merely complicate an already successful program.  

The above comment is prepared with the intent to continue our effective working relationship with the USEPA; to enhance the quality of life for people living, working, and raising families in Central Ohio by providing efficient, reliable, and environmentally responsible public utilities.  That is our mission.
