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Los Pastores at Mission San José
San Antonio Missions National Historical Park is proud to announce the annual presentation of the folk play, Los Pastores. The Guadalupe Players will be performing the pageant on the grounds of Mission San José on the evening of December 30th, at 7:00 P.M. The folk play, having its origins in Spanish medieval nativity plays, is sung in Spanish with a narration in English (a program guide will be available). There is no charge for this event.    

The Los Pastores story depicts the pastores’ (shepherds’) journey to worship the Christ Child, and the obstacles Lucifer puts before them. Its dramatic presentation brings a round of cheers from the audience when Michael the Archangel conquers the devil, allowing the shepherds to find their way to the Christ Child.  

The National Park Service, Los Compadres de San Antonio Missions, the San Antonio Conservation Society, and San José Church co-sponsor this performance by the parishioners of Our Lady of Guadalupe Church, with financial underwriting made possible by a grant from the Mission Trail Rotary Club. The version of the play produced at San Antonio Missions National Historical Park is based on a script from the 1930's, while it is believed a version was performed at the Spanish colonial missions during the mid-1700s.

Bring a chair and be prepared for cold weather, as the play takes place outside. Hot food and drink will be available for a small charge.
