Standards in Peru 

 Overview – The Peruvian Commission for Technical Regulations (CTR) is responsible for standards matters were created in 1992. The office belongs to INDECOPI it stands for National Institute for Defense of Intellectual Property Rights (www.indecopi.gob.pe). 

The Commission has three functions:

a) To approve technical standards and metrology norms.

b) To qualify institutions that will provide conformity assessments either public or private managed.

c) To defend Free Trade under WTO-TBT commitments.

 Product Certification – Products coming from the U.S. will not have problems if they provide suppliers information regarding the products compositions and components. Peruvian standard body C.T.R. works with similar regulatory framework as the U.S. in standards. It is common to have seminars sponsored by: ANSI, ASTM, NEMA and else.

Technical Regulations – The office responsible for publishing and notify private and public organizations is the National Information Service (SNI-CRT) which depends of C.T.R.

This office is also responsible to notify the WTO-TBT Committee on changes regarding the standards issues in Peru. It is under that scheme that U.S. and other countries may comment on modifications and new propose standards.

Labeling/Marking – Last year Peru place into enforcement a new regulation that was modified to facilitate trade regarding labeling and marking. It is the Law del ROTULADO-Law 28405. 

This new law establishes that an exporter to Peru should place a label with the following information: name of product, country of origin, address of exporter or importer or distributor, expiration date, conservation method, weight in metric system and risks if any to use it. International quality marks should be visible and easy to identify.   Describe any requirements for labeling/marking;
