1) A membership card with your CAP membership identification number will be mailed to your home from CAP National Headquarters once Application, fingerprint cards (2) and $69.00 fee is processed.  This ID number will allow further access to all info.
2) Almost all initial training and information is available online beginning at http://www.cap.gov/index.cfm?nodeid=6136&audienceID=4 Use the New Member Application/Information and Senior Member/General Emergency Services Training Flowchart to navigate through initial required processes.
3) Under the Distance Learning option on the site listed in number 2 above, you can choose CAP Knowledge Base which is a link to a Q&A data base where you can search topics, read responses to related questions, and post questions aid. 
4) In addition to the basic training that is shown on the flowchart senior members will want to complete training in their officer specialty field and additional duty positions such as scanners, observers, ground team members, mission pilots, etc.  The manual describing professional development can be viewed or printed out from http://level2.cap.gov/documents/u_082503072935.pdf  Chapter three outlines level 1 training.  Chapter four outlines Level 2 specialty training.
