STRATOSPHERIC OZONE PROTECTION AWARDS

On the occasion of the 2007 20-year anniversary of the Montreal Protocol, the United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) will present the 2007 Best-of-the-Best Stratospheric Ozone Protection Awards.  

These awards recognize corporations, associations, teams and individuals that have demonstrated exceptional leadership and personal dedication in either technical achievements in eliminating ozone-depleting substances or protecting the public from the effects of exposure to increased ultraviolet radiation.  Successful applicants will have demonstrated:  passion for stratospheric ozone protection, actions that have reduced and eliminated emissions and strengthened national and Montreal Protocol policy, leadership that inspires others, collaboration, capacity building, and/or strategic networking.  Candidates for these awards must have earned an annual Stratospheric Protection Award from the U.S. EPA between 1990 and 2007.
EPA plans to present the 2007 Best-of-the-Best Awards on or around 16 September 2007 in Montreal, Canada at a gala dinner in conjunction with the Meeting of the Parties to the Montreal Protocol.
Selection Criteria:
· Applicants must demonstrate one or more of the following criteria:

· “First” corporate leadership or technical achievement.
· Persuasive, moral and/or organizational leadership.
· Lasting precedent for global environmental protection.
· Originality and public purpose.
· Global perspective and implication.
· Extraordinary achievement in ozone layer and/or UV exposure protection.
· Substantial elimination of chemical emissions and/or other exceptional environmental benefits.

· Nominations will be reviewed by 1997 Best-of-the-Best winners and other ozone experts, who make recommendations to the U.S. EPA.  EPA makes the final selections of award winners.

Eligibility:
· Candidates for these awards must have earned an annual Stratospheric Protection Award from the U.S. EPA between 1990 and 2007.

· Candidates that earned the 1997 Best-of-the-Best Award may or may not be eligible, as follows:

· Activities or continuation of activities that earned an applicant the 1997 EPA Best-of-the-Best Award, without other activities, will not qualify for the 2007 Award.
· Candidates with activities above and beyond those that earned the 1997 Best-of-the-Best Award are eligible for nomination.  For example, a company earning the 1997 Award for CFC elimination could earn the 2007 Award for HCFC elimination.  A company earning the 1997 Award for ODS phaseout activities could earn the 2007 Award for going far beyond those activities and/or by extraordinary efforts to fine-tune or strengthen the Montreal Protocol or national regulations.
· Individuals, teams and organizations that have earned more than one annual Stratospheric Ozone Protection Award may combine those activities for nomination for the Best-of-the-Best Award.

· Candidates may be either self-nominated or nominated by a third party.

· Nominators must provide two (2) letters of support from previous Stratospheric Ozone Protection Award winners not affiliated with the nomination.  A list of previous winners is available at www.epa.gov/ozone/awards/winners.html.
· Nominators must provide the information requested in the nomination form, being careful not to go above word or page limits.

· Nominations must be received by the U.S. EPA on or before Friday, 11 May 2007.  Late nominations will not be accepted.

Instructions:
· All applications must include:

· A completed nomination form.  The preferred format is an MS Word file.  Other formats are acceptable.
· A cover letter or email from the nominator.

· Two letters of support from previous winners of the Stratospheric Ozone Protection Award.

· A short abstract of the activities, not to exceed 150 words.

· A summary of the activities, not to exceed two pages and not to exceed 1200 words.  The summary should describe the accomplishments of the nominee, and the specifics of the project(s), program(s) or activity(ies) for which the nomination is made.  The summary would likely elaborate and provide more details than the summary provided when the candidate was nominated for an annual Stratospheric Ozone Protection Award.

· The judges are unable to visit facilities; however, applicants may submit supporting materials such as photographs, news clippings, and press releases.

· Neither the application nor the supporting materials will be returned.

· Email submissions are preferred and should be sent to Godwin.Dave@epa.gov.
· Paper submissions are allowed, whether in addition to email submission or not.  Nominators choosing to send paper materials are encouraged to send these via a package delivery service (FedEx, UPS, DHL, etc.) to the delivery address listed below if they are concerned that radiation treatment of U.S. mail will harm the materials shipped.

Application materials must be received by Friday, 11 May 2007.  Use the mailing address for U.S. Postal Service, the delivery address for express package deliveries (FedEx, UPS,  DHL, etc.), and/or the email address for electronic submissions.
