Census 2000 Migration Data Products Announcement

Since the 1940 Census, the Census Bureau has produced special reports/tabulations based on the long-form migration question (i.e., residence five years ago).  These products have been invaluable to a wide audience of technical and non-technical users within journalism, academia, and policy circles as well as the general public.  The 1970 Census was the first to generate an electronic data product specifically for migration (the UAC to UAC migration file of counts only).  This file has been produced in the two subsequent censuses and become known as the County-to-County Migration Flow file (SP-312).  In 1990, two additional electronic data products were created: Geographic Mobility in the United States (SSTF15) and Special Tabulation Product (STP) 28.  A related product is CPH-L-121, with state-to-state flows, place of birth by state of residence in 1990, etc.

In addition to several migration-related decennial reports, the Census Bureau will continue to release these traditional data products.  However, several changes were made to improve their accessibility and utility, as well as limitations forced by confidentiality restrictions.  The products fall into two categories:  (1) gross migration tabulations and (2) county-to-county migration flow data.  Though the final format for these files has yet to be determined, some will be available as internet tables, others as part of electronic files or CD/DVD products.  Dates listed below are anticipated and not final. 

 Outline of Census 2000 Migration Data Products

Gross Migration Tabulations – Summary and detailed tables for external release.  

1.
Gross Migration Summary– This table contains counts of people 5 years and over, non-movers, and movers by geographic area (US, regions, states, counties, MCDs in 6 New England states, and individual metropolitan areas).  The number of in- and out-migrants by same/different state is shown, as well as domestic net migration and the number of people living abroad five years ago.  These tables will be released on the web.  March 2003.  

2.
Gross Migration Summary by Sex, Age, and Race/Hispanic origin– These tables present the same data for the same geographic areas as the summary table, broken down by basic demographic characteristics (i.e., sex, age, and race/Hispanic origin).  National, regional and state level data will be released on the web, but the complete tables will only be available as part of a DVD product.  Spring/Summer 2003.

Gross Migration Totals by General Characteristics – This product provides one-way counts of non-movers, intracounty movers, and all in-migrants, out-migrants, and movers from abroad for each county (plus MCDs in 6 New England states) by selected characteristics. Characteristics include: age, sex, race, Hispanic origin, place of birth, nativity by year of entry, educational attainment, college enrollment, veteran/military status, marital status, personal income, labor force status, occupation, industry, household income, poverty status, tenure and group quarters type, household type, and metropolitan status.  This product will be released on DVD, and not be available over the web. Summer 2003.

County-to-County Migration Data – Four products, each consisting of an in-migration file and an out-migration file.

County-to-County Migration Flows – This product will contain the numbers of migrants who moved between counties.  A data record will be produced for every combination of previous and current county that occurs. This data will be accessible over the web.  Spring 2003. 

2.
County-to-County Migration by General Characteristics – This product will provide counts of migrants between counties crossed by the demographic, social, economic and household characteristics shown in the Gross Migration Totals section above (A3). Not a web-based product.  Summer 2003.

County-to-County Migration Cross-Tabulations – This product will provide two-way cross-tabulations of demographic, social, economic, and household characteristics of the migrant stream between counties.  This data will be restricted to county-to-county flows of 3 or more unweighted persons.  Due to confidentiality restrictions, values over 8 will be rounded to the nearest multiple of 5, and values between 1 and 7 rounded to 4.  Not a web-based product.  Summer 2003.
