Final arrangements are being made for the Fifth International Meeting on Front-End Electronics.  Abstracts of all the talks are now available on the Conference webpage as well as other important information.

Registration

A registration table will be setup on Sunday night June 29th in the lobby of the Stonebridge Inn from 7 to 10 pm.  All participants are encouraged to stop by on Sunday night and pick up their registration materials from Jody Federwitz, our Conference Secretary.  By doing so, there will be no paperwork delays in getting to the first talk on Monday morning.  The Conference Secretary will then be available on Monday-Thursday at the Conference Center to help with any administrative needs that participants may have.  On Monday registrants can pick up their registration materials at the Conference Center.

Registration fees should be paid before the conference as outlined in Bulletin #2.  If however, that is impossible, a check drawn on a U.S. bank will be accepted at the registration desk.  Credit cards cannot be accepted.

Guests

All guests of participants are invited to participate in the conference social events at no extra charge.  Companions and children are invited to the Conference Reception on Monday night at 6:00 pm at the Stonebridge Inn.  In addition, guests are invited to the Conference Luncheon on Tuesday at noon in the tent on top of the Conference Center  where there will be a wonderful view of the surrounding valley.  Our hope is that guests attend these functions also, using them as an opportunity to make new acquaintances.

Companion options are being planned for Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday.  Interested family and guests should meet in the lobby of the Stonebridge Inn at 9 am each day to join a group.  The options offered will include: cable car ride, visiting the Maroon Bells, a nature hike, concerts, and shopping.  A list is attached of some of the activities, many of which are free.

Messages 

A message board will be setup in the lobby of the Stonebridge Inn.  People trying to reach conference participants should call 970-923-2420.  Messages can be left on voice mail for participants staying at the Stonebridge Inn or Tamarack Townhouses, or ask the operator to place a message on the message board.  These messages will be brought up to the Conference Center and delivered to participants throughout the day. 

Speakers

The Snoble Room will be available in the Conference Center for speakers to prepare for their talk.  Power will be available for laptops but no internet connections will be available at the Conference Center.  High speed Internet access, however, is available at the guest computer in the lobby of the Stonebridge Inn.  The cost for this service is $3.00 for 10 minutes.

All presenters wanting to use a computer and LCD projector for their presentation need to provide an electronic copy of their talk before the meeting.  This can be done by sending an electronic copy of the talk to the Conference Secretary no later than June 23 or by bringing an electronic copy of the talk on a CD to the meeting.  If a CD is brought to the meeting, it should be turned in Sunday night, June 29th, at the registration desk so it can be loaded onto the program computer.  People may also use transparencies.  In that case a hard copy needs to be turned in at the registration desk.  Xerox copies of individual talks can be made at the Conference Center at the meeting at a cost of $0.50/page.

A CD containing all the talks will be sent to all participants after the meeting.  If a hard copy is provided by a speaker instead of an electronic copy, the hard copy will be scanned after the meeting and included on the Conference CD.
