Mr. Richard Scheidet has been very proactive to ensure that his numerous demolition projects are performed as safely as possible.

As a Project Coordinator, he has held many work planning meetings with key Subject Matter Experts to determine the safest and cost effective means of accomplishing the removal of various buildings on site.  These routinely included: ES&H professionals in IH, Rad, Waste, ES&H, Industrial Safety, previous building occupants, building managers, work supervisors and engineers.

    Some key processes we now employ in Plant Engineering were first implemented when Scheidet started doing the first demo work.  Integral whenever we do demolition work activities, we remove asbestos containing materials to reduce the risk to employees and the public prior to demolition, we inspect all building plumbing traps for hazardous chemicals during the removal, we perform preliminary investigations with previous occupants and historical documents to determine what types of hidden hazards we “might” encounter during the demolition work.  Then he work plans with the supervisors and workers on the project to remedy them or to prepare for necessary work changes or PPE.

    During the work activity, Scheidet ensures that the workers are protected by having site maintenance workers applying water to mist the debris to reduce exposures to dusts or other airborne hazards.

    Engineers are responsible to design and build safety into their work plans, but Mr. Scheidet has shown himself and his projects to be highly safe when the building or facility is coming down.  He is truly a Safety Steward for demolition work.

	Nominee’s Role in OSH:  Richard was the Project Manager for the demolition of seven WW II era buildings this year totaling over 21,000 square feet.  An Exit Readiness Evaluation was conducted for each building to identify potential hazards or environmental issues.  Richard was responsible for planning the demolition work, based on the identified hazards, to ensure worker safety and environmental compliance.  He prepared Work Permits which provided a structured approach to abating hazards such as mercury contamination, PCB’s, asbestos, lead, and radiological contamination prior to full scale demolition.  Fluorescent lamps were removed and recycled, and oil tanks drained and removed.  

Once the known hazards were removed all potential sources of energy were identified, and LOTO utilized to disconnect and remove the utilities.  Window glazing was removed to prevent broken glass hazards and then full scale demolition was authorized.  During demolition IH monitored worker exposure to potential hazards from silica dust and non-friable asbestos contained in items such as floor tile.  The waste stream was segregated for recycling into wood, concrete and metal containers.

Demolition of old structures on site requires detailed planning and coordination, and painstaking attention to details and procedures to ensure a safe project completion.  No one does it better than Richard.

Mike serves as Deputy Manager of the Environmental & Waste Management Services Division, and has line responsibility for the Waste Management Program. The Waste Management Facility is a Category 3 Nuclear Facility and the staff work with many of the most toxic and radioactive materials at the Laboratory, assuring safe and compliant disposal. Disposal operations involving radioactive waste are particularly challenging, involving ALARA considerations, material handling, use of power and hand tools, complex rigging of very large loads, contamination controls, and many standard industrial hazards. Mike’s commitment to safe operations is without question. He insists all jobs are planned and that the plans are thorough. He requires dry runs on complex work evolutions to ensure all hazards are fully identified and controlled. In short he will not proceed with a job, no matter how important, if he and the workers involved are not fully satisfied that the job can be performed safely. Mike has established a Safety Culture in WM that is a model for the rest of the Lab. He prepares and holds monthly safety meetings with all staff, frequently bringing home safety to the agenda. To a person, I think you could ask any worker in WM and they would endorse Mike as a safety champion. Mike was a driving force in setting zero injury goals in EWMSD and pushed the Division to establish a goal of zero first-aid cases after having a year where there were no recordable injuries. The EWMS Division has worked for over three (3) years without a lost-time injury. Mike’s leadership in safety is one of the principal reasons why.

	Nominee’s Role in OSH:  
I want to nominate a member of my Group, Cheryl Conrad, for an S3 award for her contribution to safety and risk reduction through her proactive performance in these areas.  Her continual safety awareness in all her surroundings, whether in our building, another building, or elsewhere onsite is extraordinary, as demonstrated by the following safety improvements she achieved during the past year:

· After noticing that the Exit signs in the north hallway of Building 475 were not visible by occupants down the hall, she initiated a request for the installation of additional Exit signs.  These signs were subsequently placed in better locations so that the signs are now visible from any place in the hall.

· She initiated a request to have directional arrows painted on the pavement of the north parking lot of Building 475.  These arrows were subsequently painted on the roadway and indicate to drivers the proper flow of traffic.

· She brought to the attention of the Traffic Safety Committee the dangers caused by the narrow driveway/parking lot on the south side of Building 475 and the narrow apron leading onto Upton Road.  There is now funding to redo the driveway and parking area to accommodate two-way traffic.

· As a lesson learned from an emergency evacuation drill in Building 197 last year, she pointed out that a dangerous condition existed at the second floor south emergency exit:  upon opening the door leading to the stairs there was a very narrow landing and a hand rail which began once you stepped down to the first step. A supplemental hand rail on the wall was needed and has finally been installed.  

· She brought to the attention of the cafeteria management the danger of the location of the hot water spout used by tea/hot chocolate drinkers.   The spout was located at a height requiring some individuals to stand on their toes to reach the spout and thereby risked getting burned from hot water splattering into their cups.  Subsequently, a different style of dispenser filled with hot water was placed near the coffee urns.

· She suggested that “All-Way” signs be installed under the stop signs at the intersection of Hopkins Street and Lewis Road.  After evaluation, the Traffic Safety Committee concurred, and the “All-Way” signs were installed.

· She pointed out via the Safety Concern hotline that there is no button outside the TFCU for handicapped people and other individuals to use to automatically open the door.  (There is a ramp outside the TFCU and there are buttons on the inside, but none on the outside.)  Apparently a work order for the installation of the button has been put in by Pat Williams.

· She has raised a concern via the Safety Concern website about the lack of emergency lighting in restrooms without windows.  Her concern has been forwarded to Pat Williams.

In addition, she has also referred coworkers who might benefit from an ergonomic evaluation of their work areas, (for example, individuals awkwardly bending over their computers) to the services of the Safety and Health Services Division.  She suggested they call Nicole Bernholc so she could evaluate their work areas and make suggestions for improving the setup of their work areas.  As a result, a number of people actually followed through and made changes to their work areas.

This nominee balances union rules and satisfied customers as a Custodial Supervisor.  She keeps the work atmosphere in such a professional manner, that there is no vagueness to how custodial services are performed.  The standards, the step by step process, the expectations have a quantitative format – and she is able to explain that to a customer.  Her staff perform professionally, as well, and the relationship between Custodian and Building Manager keeps the beat because of the foundation her supervision provides. I see that this has eliminated and reduced occupational safety and health hazards in many small instances, such as, walking staff responsible to her through the proper waxing process to prevent asbestos risk. And being able to explain the methodology to the custodian and building manager.  This so often occurs before an incident ever happens that only because I have participated, am I able to see it significantly eliminating hazards.

Her custodians call on her input when I ask them questions about waste reduction – for example, aerosol cans-empty or broken, or when large quantities of cardboard need to be removed from a property protection area quickly to reduce a fire risk.  She designs a way to get the job done with a cost savings by sometimes avoiding overtime costs to the department. However, union rules are equally maintained in the equation.  And the end result after a number of instances is proper and fair.  We often pay overtime and fully understand why and are left agreeable to it because I hear the explanation and I understand the balance.  There are so many courses through HR that should be available to this Custodial Supervisor because I see her creating systems for her staff to work out any snags.  Small discrepancies do not receive “band aid treatment.”  Rather, D.Doyle makes them opportunities for change that includes more involvement and awareness of all those affected. I have often been one on the periphery of her work ethics in action.

All custodial injuries receive her prompt attention and SBMS and Union steps are followed.  I perceive that custodians know the sincere concern that go with following the rules.  Examples can be provided of when an instance first occurs and is in that initial “grey area.”  And then D.Doyle is called in and smoothly administers all proper process and at the same time will coordinate remaining custodial staff support to provide service to my department that maintains satisfaction.

Heimlich Maneuver to Choking Victim

One night I attended a dinner event at the Garden City Hotel with seven other BNL colleagues. Dr. Chaudhari was giving the key note talk and we were attending to provide support. Upon arriving, I located our group sitting at a small table, loaded up a plate of buffet food, and joined them for small talk. About half way through my 8-inch plate of food, I quietly choked on a piece of roast beef. I couldn't swallow, I couldn't speak, and I couldn't breathe. I was in real trouble. I decided that I needed something to wash the obstruction down and grabbed the beverage sitting in front of Andy McNerney and took a drink. No luck. I decided to leave the table and solve my own problem outside the building by coughing or vomiting. As I turned to get up, I Iooked Andy in the eyes and we connected. I sat down, and twice put one hand across my throat and pointed a finger to my mouth. Andy knew something was wrong, but did not understand the signal. I decided to try a signal of my own invention. I folded my arms across my belly and simulated a series of Heimlich hugs. Andy stood up, patted me on the back twice and then, realizing that that did not work, gave me two Heimlich hugs. The second hug dislodged the object. It took me a minute to regain my

composure. I thanked Andy and told him that I owed him a beer! From start to finish the event consumed about one minute. Later, I spoke privately with Andy and again thanked him. He said he had learned about the Heimlich maneuver from reading a poster in a restaurant. I was shocked when he apologized for taking so long to recognize my signals. I convinced him that as far as I was concerned he got an A+.

I am sharing this story for several reasons:

1. I never thought that I would seriously choke while simply eating.

2. I was not drinking alcohol, I was not talking non-stop, I did not think the bite was too big to eat.

3. I had trouble communicating my problem to others, even though I have successfully used the Heimlich hug twice on others, and 

4. I almost made a very bad decision, leaving my potential care givers to avoid being embarrassed in front of my colleagues.
