CONFERENCE REPORT
|To accompany H.R. 2500]

The committee of conference on the disagreeing
votes of the two Houses on the amendment of the Senate
to the bill (IT.R. 2500) “making appropriations for the
Departments of Commerce, Justice, and State, the Judi-
ciary, and related agencies for the fiscal year ending Sep-
tember 30, 2002, and for other purposes”, having met,
after full and free conference, have agreed to recommend
and do recommend to their respective Houses as follows:

That the House recede from its disagreement to the
amendment of the Senate, and agree to the same with an
amendment, as follows:

In lieu of the matter stricken and inserted by said
amendment, insert:

That the following sums are appropriated, out of any
money i the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the
fiscal year ending September 30, 2002, and for other pur-

poses, namely:
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TITLE I—DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE

GENERAL ADMINISTRATION
SALARIES AND EXPENSES

For expenses necessary for the administration of the
Department of Justice, $91,668,000, of which not to exceed
$3,317,000 1s for the Facilities Program 2000, to remain
available until expended: Provided, That not to exceed 43
permanent positions and 44 full-time equivalent workyears
and $8,451,000 shall be expended for the Department
Leadership Program exclusive of augmentation that oc-
curred wn these offices in fiscal year 2001: Provided fur-
ther, That not to exceed 41 permanent positions and 48
Sull-tvme equivalent workyears and $4,997,000 shall be ex-
pended for the Offices of Legislative Affairs and Public Af-
Jairs: Provided further, That the latter two aforementioned
offices may utilize non-revmbursable details of career em-
ployees within the caps described in the preceding proviso:
Provided further, That the Attorney General is authorized
to transfer, under such terms and conditions as the Attor-
ney General shall specify, forfeited real or personal prop-
erty of limited or marginal value, as such value s deter-
mined by guidelines established by the Attorney General,
to a State or local government agency, or its designated
contractor or transferee, for use to support drug abuse

treatment, drug and crime prevention and education,
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housing, job skills, and other community-based public
health and safety programs: Provided further, That any
transfer under the preceding proviso shall not create or
confer any private right of action in any person against
the United States, and shall be treated as a reprogram-
ming under section 605 of this Act.
JOINT AUTOMATED BOOKING SYSTEM

For expenses necessary for the nationwide deployment
of a Joint Automated Booking System including auto-
mated capability to transmait fingerprint and 1mage data,
$1,000,000, to remain available until expended.

NARROWBAND COMMUNICATIONS

For the costs of conversion to narrowband commu-
nications, wncluding the cost for operation and mainte-
nance of Land Mobile Radio legacy systems, $94,615,000,
to remain available until expended.

COUNTERTERRORISM FUND

For necessary expenses, as determined by the Attorney
General, $4,989,000, to remain available until expended,
to revmburse any Department of Justice organization for:
(1) the costs incurred in reestablishing the operational ca-
pability of an office or facility which has been damaged
or destroyed as a result of any domestic or international
terrorist incident; and (2) the costs of providing support
to counter, investigate or prosecute domestic or inter-

national terrorism, including payment of rewards in con-
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nection with these activities: Provided, That any Federal
agency may be revmbursed for the costs of detaining in for-
eign countries indiwviduals accused of acts of terrorism that
violate the laws of the United States: Provided further,
That funds provided under this paragraph shall be avail-
able only after the Attorney General notifies the Commit-
tees on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and
the Senate in accordance with section 605 of this Act.
ADMINISTRATIVE REVIEW AND APPEALS

For expenses necessary for the administration of par-
don and clemency petitions and vmmigration-related ac-
tivities, $173,647,000.

DETENTION TRUSTEE

For necessary expenses of the Federal Detention
Trustee who shall exercise all power and functions author-
wzed by law relating to the detention of Federal prisoners
m non-Federal institutions or otherwise in the custody of
the Unated States Marshals Service; and the detention of
aliens in the custody of the Immigration and Naturaliza-
tion Service, $1,000,000: Provided, That the Trustee shall
be responsible for overseeing construction of detention fa-
cilities or for housing related to such detention; the man-
agement of funds appropriated to the Department for the
exercise of any detention functions; and the direction of the

United States Marshals Service and Immigration and
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Naturalization Service with respect to the exercise of deten-
tion policy setting and operations for the Department.
OFFICE OF INSPECTOR GENERAL

For necessary expenses of the Office of Inspector Gen-
eral in carrying out the provisions of the Inspector Gen-
eral Act of 1978, as amended, $50,735,000; including not
to exceed $10,000 to meet unforeseen emergencies of a con-
fidential character, to be expended under the direction of,
and to be accounted for solely under the certificate of, the
Attorney General; and for the acquisition, lease, mainte-
nance, and operation of motor vehicles, without regard to
the general purchase price limitation for the current fiscal
year.

UNITED STATES PAROLE COMMISSION
SALARIES AND EXPENSES

For necessary expenses of the United States Parole

Commassion as authorized by law, $9,876,000.
LEGAL ACTIVITIES
SALARIES AND EXPENSES, GENERAL LEGAL ACTIVITIES

For expenses necessary for the legal activities of the
Department of Justice, not otherwise provided for, includ-
mg not to exceed $20,000 for expenses of collecting evi-
dence, to be expended under the direction of, and to be ac-
counted for solely under the certificate of, the Attorney
General; and rent of private or Government-owned space

wm the District of Columbia, $549,176,000; of which not to
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exceed $10,000,000 for lLitigation support contracts shall

remain  available until expended: Provided, That of the
total amount appropriated, not to exceed $1,000 shall be
available to the Unated States National Central Bureau,
INTERPOL, for official reception and representation ex-
penses: Provided further, That notwithstanding any other
provision of law, upon a determination by the Attorney
General that emergent circumstances require additional
SJunding for Litigation activities of the Ciuvil Division, the
Attorney General may transfer such amounts to “Salaries
and Expenses, General Legal Activities” from available
appropriations for the current fiscal year for the Depart-
ment of Justice, as may be necessary to respond to such
circumstances: Provided further, That any transfer pursu-
ant to the previous proviso shall be treated as a re-
programming under section 605 of this Act and shall not
be available for obligation or expenditure except in compli-
ance with the procedures set forth in that section.

For necessary office-automation expenses of organiza-

tions funded under the headings “Salaries and Expenses”,
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General Legal Activities, and “Salaries and FExpenses”,
General Admanistration, and of the United States Attor-
neys, the United States Marshals Service, the Antitrust Di-
viston, the United States Trustee Program, the Executive
Office for Immagration Review, and the Community Rela-
tions Service, $15,765,000, to remain available until ex-
pended.
SALARIES AND EXPENSES, ANTITRUST DIVISION

For expenses mecessary for the enforcement of anti-
trust and kindred laws, $130,791,000: Provided, That, not-
withstanding any other provision of law, not to exceed
$130,791,000 of offsetting collections derived from fees col-
lected for premerger notification filings under the Hart-
Scott-Rodino  Antitrust Improvements Act of 1976 (15
U.S.C. 18a), regardless of the year of collection, shall be
retained and used for mecessary expenses in this appro-
priation, and shall remain available until expended: Pro-
vided further, That the sum herein appropriated from the
general fund shall be reduced as such offsetting collections
are recewed during fiscal year 2002, so as to result in a
final fiscal year 2002 appropriation from the general fund
estimated at not more than $0.

For necessary expenses of the Offices of the United

debtors and their property; (3) paying the net costs of sell-
g property; and (4) tracking debts owed to the United
States Government: Provided, That of the total amount ap-
propriated, not to exceed $8,000 shall be available for offi-
cial reception and representation expenses: Provided fur-
ther, That not to exceed $10,000,000 of those funds avail-
able for automated litigation support contracts shall re-
main available until expended: Provided further, That not
to exceed $2,500,000 for the operation of the National Ad-
vocacy Center shall remain available until expended: Pro-
vided further, That, in addition to reimbursable full-time
equivalent workyears available to the Offices of the United
States Attorneys, not to exceed 9,571 positions and 9,776
Jull-time equivalent workyears shall be supported from the
Sfunds appropriated in this Act for the Unated States Attor-
neys: Provided further, That, notwithstanding any other
provision of law, the Attorney General shall transfer to the
Department of Justice Working Capital Fund, unobli-

Provided, That, notwithstanding any other provision of
law, deposits to the Fund shall be available in such
amounts as may be necessary to pay refunds due deposi-
tors: Provided further, That, notwithstanding any other
provision of law, $147,000,000 of offsetting collections pur-
suant to 28 U.S.C. 589a(b) shall be retained and used for
necessary expenses in this appropriation and remain
available until expended: Provided further, That the sum
herewin appropriated from the Fund shall be reduced as
such offsetting collections are received during fiscal year
2002, so as to result in a final fiscal year 2002 appropria-
tion from the Fund estimated at $0.

For necessary expenses of the United States Marshals
Service, including the acquisition, lease, maintenance, and
operation of vehicles, and the purchase of passenger motor
vehacles for police-type use, without regard to the gemeral
purchase price limitation for the current fiscal year,
$619,429,000; of which not to exceed $6,000 shall be avail-
able for official reception and representation expenses; and
of which not to exceed $4,000,000 for development, vmple-
mentation, maintenance and support, and traiming for an
automated prisoner information system shall remain
available until expended: Provided, That, in addition to
revmbursable full-time equivalent workyears available to
the Unated States Marshals Service, not to exceed 4,128 po-
sitions and 3,993 full-time equivalent workyears shall be
supported from the funds appropriated in this Act for the
United States Marshals Service.

In addition, for the costs of courthouse security equip-
ment, ncluding furnishings, relocations, and telephone
systems and cabling, $14,267,000, to remain available
until expended.

CONSTRUCTION

For planning, constructing, renovating, equipping,

and maintaining United States Marshals Service prisoner-

holding space in United States courthouses and Federal
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buildings, including the renovation and expansion of pris-
oner  movement  areas, elevators, and  sallyports,

$15,000,000 to remain available until expended.

For expenses, related to United States prisoners in the
custody of the United States Marshals Service, but not in-
cluding expenses otherwise provided for in appropriations
avarlable to the Attorney General, $706,182,000, to remain
available until expended.

For expenses, mileage, compensation, and per diems
of witnesses, for expenses of contracts for the procurement
and supervision of expert witnesses, for private counsel ex-
penses, and for per diems in liew of subsistence, as author-
wzed by law, including advances, $156,145,000, to remain
available until expended; of which not to exceed $6,000,000
may be made available for planning, construction, renova-
tions, mawntenance, remodeling, and repair of buildings,
and the purchase of equipment incident thereto, for pro-
tected witness safesites; of which not to exceed $1,000,000
may be made available for the purchase and maintenance
of armored vehicles for transportation of protected wit-
nesses; and of which not to exceed $5,000,000 may be made
available for the purchase, installation, and maintenance

of secure telecommunications equipment and a secure auto-
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mated information network to store and retrieve the iden-
tities and locations of protected witnesses.
SALARIES AND EXPENSES, COMMUNITY RELATIONS SERVICE

For necessary expenses of the Community Relations
Service, $9,269,000 and, in addition, up to $1,000,000 of
Junds made available to the Department of Justice in this
Act may be transferred by the Attorney General to this ac-
count: Provided, That notwithstanding any other provision
of law, upon a determination by the Attorney General that
emergent circumstances requirve additional funding for
conflict prevention and resolution activities of the Commu-
nity Relations Service, the Attorney General may transfer
such amounts to the Community Relations Service, from
available appropriations for the current fiscal year for the
Department of Justice, as may be necessary to respond to
such circumstances: Provided further, That any transfer
pursuant to the previous proviso shall be treated as a re-
programming under section 605 of this Act and shall not
be available for obligation or expenditure except in compli-
ance with the procedures set forth in that section.

ASSETS FORFEITURE FUND

For  expenses  authorized by 28 US.C.
524(c)(1)(A)(w), (B), (F), and (G), as amended,
$22,949,000, to be derived from the Department of Justice
Assets Forferture Fund.
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RADIATION EXPOSURE COMPENSATION
ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES

For necessary administrative expenses in accordance
with  the Radiation  Exposure Compensation  Act,
$1,996,000.

INTERAGENCY LAW ENFORCEMENT

INTERAGENCY CRIME AND DRUG ENFORCEMENT

For necessary expenses for the detection, investigation,
and prosecution of individuals involved in organized crime
drug trafficking not otherwise provided for, to include
ter-governmental agreements with State and local law
enforcement agencies engaged in the investigation and
prosecution of individuals imvolved n organized crime
drug trafficking, $338,577,000, of which $50,000,000 shall
remain available until expended: Provided, That any
amounts obligated from appropriations under this heading
may be used under authorities available to the organiza-
tions reimbursed from this appropriation: Provided fur-
ther, That any unobligated balances remaining available
at the end of the fiscal year shall revert to the Attorney
General for reallocation among participating organiza-
tions in succeeding fiscal years, subject to the reprogram-

ming procedures set forth in section 605 of this Act.
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FEDERAL BUREAU OF INVESTIGATION
SALARIES AND EXPENSES

For necessary expenses of the Federal Bureaw of In-
vestigation for detection, investigation, and prosecution of
crimes against the United States; including purchase for
police-type use of not to exceed 1,354 passenger motor vehi-
cles, of which 1,190 will be for replacement only, without
regard to the general purchase price limitation for the cur-
rent fiscal year, and hire of passenger motor vehicles; ac-
quisition, lease, maintenance, and operation of aircraft;
and not to exceed $70,000 to meet unforeseen emergencies
of a confidential character, to be expended under the direc-
tion of, and to be accounted for solely under the certificate
of, the Attorney General, $3,491,073,000; of which not to
exceed $50,000,000 for automated data processing and tele-
communications and technical nvestigative equipment
and not to exceed $1,000,000 for undercover operations
shall remain available until September 30, 2003; of which
not less than $459,243,000 shall be for counterterrorism
muvestigations, foreign counterintelligence, and other ac-
twvities related to our national security; of which not to ex-
ceed $10,000,000 1is authorized to be made available for
making advances for expenses arising out of contractual or
reimbursable agreements with State and local law enforce-

ment agencies while engaged wn cooperative activities re-

drug investigations: Provided, That not to exceed $45,000
shall be available for official reception and representation
expenses: Provided further, That of the amount made
avarlable under this heading, $53,000 shall be available
only to reimburse Acadian Ambulance & Avr Med Services
Jor costs incurred during the December 1999 prison riot in
St. Martin Parish Correctional Center, St. Martin Parish,
Lowisiana: Provided further, That, in addition to reim-
bursable full-time equivalent workyears available to the
Federal Bureaw of Investigation, not to exceed 24,935 posi-
tions and 24,488 full-time equivalent workyears shall be
supported from the funds appropriated in this Act for the

Federal Bureaw of Investigation.

Jor conducting drug education and training programs, in-
cluding travel and related expenses for participants in
such programs and the distribution of items of token value
that promote the goals of such programs; purchase of not
to exceed 1,477 passenger motor vehicles, of which 1,354
will be for replacement only, for police-type use without re-
gard to the general purchase price limitation for the cur-
rent fiscal year; and acquisition, lease, maintenance, and
operation of aircraft, $1,481,783,000; of which $33,000,000
Jor permanent change of station shall remain available
until  September 30, 2003; of which not to exceed
$1,800,000 for research shall remain available until ex-
pended, and of which not to exceed $4,000,000 for purchase
of evidence and payments for information, not to exceed
$10,000,000 for contracting for automated data processing
and telecommunications equipment, and not to exceed
$2,000,000 for laboratory equipment, $4,000,000 for tech-
nical equipment, and $2,000,000 for aircraft replacement
retrofit and parts, shall remain available until September
30, 2003; of which not to exceed $50,000 shall be available
Jor official reception and representation expenses: Pro-
vided, That, in addition to reimbursable full-time equiva-

lent workyears available to the Drug Enforcement Admin-
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wstration, not to exceed 7,654 positions and 7,515 full-time
equivalent workyears shall be supported from the funds ap-
propriated in this Act for the Drug Enforcement Adminis-
tration.
IMMIGRATION AND NATURALIZATION SERVICE
SALARIES AND EXPENSES

For expenses necessary for the administration and en-
Jorcement of the laws relating to immigration, naturaliza-
tion, and alien registration, as follows:

ENFORCEMENT AND BORDER AFFAIRS

For salaries and expenses for the Border Patrol pro-
gram, the detention and deportation program, the intel-
ligence program, the investigations program, and the in-
spections program, including not to exceed $50,000 to meet
unforeseen emergencies of a confidential character, to be
expended under the direction of, and to be accounted for
solely under the certificate of, the Attorney General; pur-
chase for police-type use (not to exceed 3,165 passenger
motor vehicles, of which 2,211 are for replacement only),
without regard to the general purchase price limitation for
the current fiscal year, and hire of passenger motor vehi-
cles; acquisition, lease, maintenance and operation of air-
craft; research related to immigration enforcement; for pro-
tecting and maintaining the integrity of the borders of the

Unated States including, without limitation, equipping,
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maintarning, and making improvements to the infrastruc-
ture; and for the care and housing of Federal detainees
held in the joint Immagration and Natwralization Service
and Unated States Marshals Service Buffalo Detention Fa-
cility, $2,739,695,000; of which not to exceed $5,000,000 is
Jor payments or advances arising out of contractual or re-
vmbursable agreements with State and local law enforce-
ment agencies while engaged in cooperative activities re-
lated to immagration; of which not to exceed $5,000,000 is
to fund or reimburse other Federal agencies for the costs
associated with the care, maintenance, and repatriation of
smuggled illegal aliens: Provided, That none of the funds
available to the Immagration and Naturalization Service
shall be available to pay any employee overtvme pay in an
amount in excess of $30,000 during the calendar year be-
ginning January 1, 2002, except that the INS Commis-
stoner may exceed this cap as necessary for national secu-
rity purposes and in cases of vmmigration emergencies:
Provided further, That uniforms may be purchased with-
out regard to the general purchase price limitation for the
current fiscal year: Provided further, That, in addition to
revmbursable full-time equivalent workyears available to
the Immigration and Naturalization Service, not to exceed
20,759 positions and 20,096 full-time equivalent workyears

shall be supported from the funds appropriated under this

heading wn this Act for the Immigration and Naturaliza-
tion Service: Provided further, That none of the funds pro-
vided in this or any other Act shall be used for the contin-
ued operation of the San Clemente and Temecula check-
points unless the checkpoints are open and traffic is being
checked on a continuous 24-howr basis.
CITIZENSHIP AND BENEFITS, IMMIGRATION SUPPORT AND
PROGRAM DIRECTION

For all programs of the Immigration and Naturaliza-
tion Service not included under the heading “Enforcement
and Border Affarvrs”, $631,745,000, of which not to exceed
$400,000 for research shall remain available until ex-
pended: Provided, That not to exceed $5,000 shall be avanil-
able for official reception and representation expenses: Pro-
vided further, That the Attorney General may transfer any
Junds appropriated under this heading and the heading
“Enforcement and Border Affairs” between said appro-
priations notwithstanding any percentage transfer limita-
tions 1vmposed under this appropriations Act and may di-
rect such fees as are collected by the Immigration and Nat-
wralization Service to the activities funded under this
heading and the heading “Enforcement and Border Af-
favrs” for performance of the functions for which the fees
legally may be expended: Provided further, That not to ex-

ceed 40 permanent positions and 40 full-time equivalent
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workyears and $4,300,000 shall be expended for the Offices

of Legislative Affairs and Public Affairs: Provided further,
That unencumbered positions in the aforementioned offices
after the date of enactment of this Act shall be filled only
by personnel details, temporary transfers of personnel on
either a revmbursable or non-revmbursable basis, or any
other formal or informal transfer or revmbursement of per-
sonnel or funds on either a temporary or long-term basis
up to 10 full-time equivalent workyears: Provided further,
That the number of positions filled through non-career ap-
pointment at the Immigration and Naturalization Service,
Jor which funding is provided n this Act or is otherwise
made available to the Immagration and Naturalization
Service, shall not exceed six permanent positions and six
Sull-time equivalent workyears: Provided further, That
none of the funds available to the Immigration and Natu-
ralization Service shall be used to pay any employee over-
time pay i an amount in excess of $30,000 during the
calendar year beginning January 1, 2002, except that the
INS Commissioner may exceed this cap as necessary for
national security purposes and in cases of immigration
emergencies: Provided further, That funds may be used,
without limatation, for equipping, maintarning, and mak-
g improvements to the infrastructure and the purchase

of vehicles for police-type use within the limits of the En-
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Jorcement and Border Affairs appropriation: Provided fur-
ther, That, i addition to resmbursable full-time equivalent
workyears available to the Immigration and Naturaliza-
tion Service, not to exceed 3,100 positions and 3,500 full-
time equivalent workyears shall be supported from the
Junds appropriated under this heading in this Act for the
Immigration and Naturalization Service.
CONSTRUCTION
For planning, construction, renovation, equipping,
and maintenance of buildings and facilities necessary for
the administration and enforcement of the laws relating to
mmmagration, naturalization, and alien registration, not
otherwise provided for, $128,454,000, to remain available
until expended: Provided, That no funds shall be available
Jor the site acquisition, design, or construction of any Bor-
der Patrol checkpoint in the Tucson sector.
FEDERAL PRISON SYSTEM
SALARIES AND EXPENSES
For expenses necessary for the administration, oper-
ation, and maintenance of Federal penal and correctional
wstitutions, including purchase (not to exceed 685, of
which 610 are for replacement only) and hire of law en-
Jorcement and passenger motor vehicles, and for the provi-
ston of technical assistance and advice on corrections re-
lated issues to foreign governments, $3,808,600,000: Pro-

vided, That the Attorney General may transfer to the

Health  Resources and Services Administration such
amounts as may be necessary for dirvect expenditures by
that Admanistration for medical relief for inmates of Fed-
eral penal and correctional institutions: Provided further,
That the Director of the Federal Prison System (FPS),
where necessary, may enter into contracts with a fiscal
agent/fiscal intermediary claims processor to determine the
amounts payable to persons who, on behalf of FPS, furnish
health services to individuals commaitted to the custody of
FPS: Provided further, That not to exceed $6,000 shall be
available for official reception and representation expenses:
Provided further, That not to exceed $50,000,000 shall re-
main available for necessary operations until September
30, 2003: Provided further, That, of the amounts provided
Jor Contract Confinement, not to exceed $20,000,000 shall

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TITLE VI—GENERAL PROVISIONS

SEC. 601. No part of any appropriation contained in
this Act shall be used for publicity or propaganda purposes
not authorized by the Congress.

SEC. 602. No part of any appropriation contained in
this Act shall remain available for obligation beyond the
current fiscal year unless expressly so provided herein.

SEC. 603. The expenditure of any appropriation
under this Act for any consulting service through procure-
ment contract, pursuant to 5 U.S.C. 3109, shall be limited
to those contracts where such expenditures are a matter of
public record and available for public inspection, except
where otherwise provided under existing law, or under ex-
isting Kxecutive order issued pursuant to existing law.

SEC. 604. If any provision of this Act or the applica-
tion of such provision to any person or circumstances shall
be held invalid, the remainder of the Act and the applica-
tion of each provision to persons or circumstances other
than those as to which it is held invalid shall not be af-
fected thereby.

SEC. 605. (a) None of the funds provided under this
Act, or provided under previous appropriations Acts to the
agencies funded by this Act that remain available for obli-
gation or expenditure in fiscal year 2002, or provided

Sfrom any accounts in the Treasury of the United States
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derived by the collection of fees available to the agencies
SJunded by this Act, shall be available for obligation or ex-

607. (a) PURCHASE OF AMERICAN-MADE EQUIP-
MENT AND PropuUCTS.—It 1s the sense of the Congress
that, to the greatest extent practicable, all equipment and
products purchased with funds made available in this Act
should be American-made.

(b) NOTICE REQUIREMENT.—In providing financial

Jorts in the Federal prison system—

(1) in-cell television viewing except for prisoners
who are segregated from the general prison popu-
lation for their own safety;

(2) the viewing of R, X, and NC-17 rated mov-
1es, through whatever medium presented;

(3) any instruction (live or through broadcasts)

or traiming equipment for boxing, wrestling, judo, ka-

weightlifting equipment of any sort;

(4) possession of in-cell coffee pots, hot plates or
heating elements; or

(5) the use or possession of any electric or elec-
tronic musical instrument.

General for Combating Domestic Terrorism of the Depart-
ment of Justice, $1,000,000, to remain available until ex-
pended.

(f) Effective September 30, 2002, there is transferred

None of the funds made available to the De-
partment of Justice in this Act may be used to discrimi-
nate against or denigrate the religious or moral beliefs of
students who participate in programs for which financial
assistance s provided from those funds, or of the parents
or legal guardians of such students.

SEC. 621. None of the funds appropriated or other-
wise made available to the Department of State and the
Department of Justice shall be available for the purpose of
granting either 1mmigrant or nonimmigrant wvisas, or
both, consistent with the Secretary’s determination under
section 243(d) of the Immigration and Nationality Act, to
citizens, subjects, nationals, or residents of countries that
the Attorney General has determined deny or unreasonably
delay accepting the return of citizens, subjects, nationals,
or residents under that section.

SEC. 622. None of the funds made available to the De-
partment of Justice in this Act may be used for the pur-
pose of transporting an indiwvidual who is a prisoner pur-
suant to conviction for crime under State or Federal law
and 1s classified as a maximum or high security prisoner,

other than to a prison or other facility certified by the
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Federal Bureaw of Prisons as appropriately secure for
housing such a prisoner.

SEC. 623. The requirements of section 312(a)(3) of the

SEC. 630. None of the funds appropriated or other-
wise made available by this Act shall be available for co-
operation with, or assistance or other support to, the Inter-
national Criminal Court or the Preparatory Commission.
This subsection shall not be construed to apply to any
other entity outside the Rome treaty.
