WORKSHOP SESSION #1


1.	Fair Housing Accessibility First: Enforcing the Fair Housing Act: HUD’s national training provider will lead a frank discussion about enforcing the FHA in the area of disability.  Participants will explore the benefits and drawbacks of the International Building Code 2000 and discuss the conflict between the requirements of local building codes and those of the FHA.  Includes an overview of the FHA accessibility requirements, enforcement of related laws, typical claims and common defenses investigating FHA violations, and settlements and remedies. 


2.	“Don’t Borrow Trouble” Campaign: The St. Louis Coalition to Promote Reputable Lending, comprised of over 40 organizations, launched a multi-pronged approach to prevent predatory lending and provide relief to those being harmed by high-cost loans throughout five counties in the St. Louis region.  One part of this effort is the Don’t Borrow Trouble Campaign consisting of the following elements: Marketing and Community Outreach, Public Education, Housing Counseling—Loss Mitigation, Legal Services for Loss Mitigation, Referrals to Reputable Lenders, and Loan Rescue Fund.  Come learn more!  


3.	Regional Issues: We’re All In This Together: Come talk about the issues that matter to FHIPs and FHAPs alike, specifically funding, lawsuit issues (evidence, lack of qualified attorney, low settlements, etc.) bad legislation, immigrant issues, volunteerism, and more.  


Workshop SESSION #2


1.	Environmental Justice: Spotting Issues and Getting Help: What is environmental justice?  How does it impact housing?  What do we do when environmental issues arise in our line of work?  What role does HUD, EPA, Missouri Division of Natural Resources, and ARCHS have in environmental justice.  These questions and more will be answered in this informative session.   


2.	Fair Housing Accessibility First: Common Design and Construction Violations and Solutions: HUD’s National Trainer will lead a discussion on ways to make construction accessible and still be profitable.  City planners, architects, developers and other building professionals are encouraged to attend. Includes the seven design and construction requirements of the FHA, the most common violations of each requirement, the effect of the violations on persons with disabilities, requirements for compliance, and design techniques that will avoid violations. 


3.	A Legal Review: HUD’s Fair Housing Attorneys will discuss key cases that have recently been litigated or conciliated.  Discussion will focus on what makes fair housing cases strong and will look  at the legal process as a possible “stick” to balance the “carrot” of following fair housing laws. 


Workshop SESSION #3


1.	A Look at Enforcement – Working Smarter, Getting Better: This session is highly recommended for all those who conduct intake, coordinate enforcement, and investigate cases for FHIPs or FHAPs.  This highly informative session will outline how to conduct efficient and effective investigations as well as describe what HUD and private attorneys are looking for in order to construct a successful case.


2.	Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing – What Does That Mean For CDBG Communities?: This session is highly recommended for city planners, building code enforcers, or grant administrators.  Presenters will detail what is required of CDBG grant recipient communities and will discuss how those requirements are being met in jurisdictions across the region.
