Watch Procedures


The CCAS watch or PHENIX people on shift should check the alarm panel located in the PHENIX Control Room.  The alarms that are associated only with the Muon Tracker are as follows:

If any of the above alarms are noted the watch person should:

1. Note the alarms in the shift log book located next to the alarm panel.

2. Hit the Acknowledge button

3. If the alarm clears (signified by a warbling tone and a flashing window), hit the RESET button.  

4. If the alarm did not clear, call the appropriate person(s) on the on-call list until you reach someone.
